REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

September 21, 2023



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Mairose, Dozark, DeBoer and Swanson.  Absent - Carson, Also present:  Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney, Mike Schlaffman, Highway Superintendent, and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.   No public comments or conflicts of interest were noted.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to approve the minutes of 9-5-2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
SHERIFF’S OFFICE


Tyler Davis from G & R Controls called into the meeting to discuss the two options available to Brule County to update the heating system at the Jail Building.    

Option One:  To remove and install a Desigo PC and software (County would be responsible for keeping the computer and software up to date) $14,634.00;


Option Two:  Desigo Cloud Implementation (updates kept updated remotely, all patches and support could be done remotely) $10,160.00 with an annual fee for the cloud subscription of $1,091.00 (payable in 2025).  


Discussion was also held on the preventative maintenance agreement at $2,358.00/year and a charge for each remote support.  


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to purchase Option Two to update the heat and to not participate in the preventative maintenance agreement.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

PERSONNEL

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to accept the resignation of Don Galpin from the Highway Department effective September 21, 2023 and Jennifer Konechne from the Highway Department effective September 25, 2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to hire Don Galpin part time as needed at $22.00/hour.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to hire Jennifer Konechne part time as needed for training the new employee at $22.00/hour.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

BUDGETS


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to adopt the provisional budget as the 2024 Annual Budget.  The unapproved levies for Brule County are set as follows:  2.016/thousand for General Fund; .297 for the Road & Bridge Levy and .057 for Fire Protection Services.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

BURN BAN


On August 26, 2023 Deputy Vander Windt and Deputy Bilben observed a burn north of 

Kimball.  Deputy Vander Windt and Deputy Bilben visited with the individual at the source of the fire.  They were instructed to put the fire out, however, the fire was burning to hot to extinguish with dirt and no water source was available that was able to put the fire out.  Individual also indicated that there were tires in the pit that were burning.  Per the burn ban wording any unauthorized burning is liable for up to a $500.00 fine.  


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to fine Brian Havlik $500.00 for unauthorized burning during a burn ban.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
