COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

OCTOBER 10, 2023

A regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairman Charles Verhulst on October 10, 2023 with members William Clarkson, John Helms, Hunter Kalisiak and Jason Latham present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor. 
ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Latham, seconded by Clarkson and carried to approve the minutes of September 5 and September 21, 2023 as presented. 
HIGHWAY

Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on the projects his department has been working on.   They are continuing to mow road ditches.  


Humbracht presented information from various vendors for costs on a mower replacement and also discussed purchasing a bigger fuel storage tank.  The Board would like to wait until the December meeting to have any discussion on equipment purchases, which would allow a better look at what is remaining in the highway budget.   
ROAD RIGHT OF WAY CONSTRUCTION


Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Latham and carried to approve the application from Grand Electric Cooperative for the placement of a utility line under the Clanton Road in Section 21, Township 19, Range 4.
NEW EMPLOYEE

The Board acknowledged the hiring of Tel Koan for highway maintenance as of October 10, 2023 at the starting hour rate of $16.50.

AIRPORT


Charlie Baker, KLJ Engineering, and Will Henderson, Airport Manager, met with the Board to discuss various projects for the airport.  Mr. Baker’s firm has been awarded the five year consultant contract for the Buffalo Airport and wanted to introduce himself to the Board and visit about various projects that they might be interested in doing in the future.  There will be a runway maintenance project let by the State for next year which would apply a new fog coating and markings.  The Board asked that Harding County be included on the project.   Also discussed was a wildlife fence, fuel purchasing system and lighting upgrades.

FOSSILS


The Board conducted a public hearing at 10:30, as advertised, to consider a lease agreement with Monte Bader and Alan Komrosky for the removal and sale of fossilized remains on specified tracts of County owned land.  No one from the public was in attendance at the hearing. 


Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to enter into a lease agreement with Monte Bader and Alan Komrosky for the removal and sale of fossils on the below tracts of County owned land:
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Lots 1,2,3,4, S2N2, S2 of Section 3, Township 22N, Range 2E, Black Hills Meridian, Harding County, South Dakota and 

Lots 1,2, S2NE4, NE4SE4 of Section 4, Township 22N, Range 2E Black Hills Meridian, Harding County, South Dakota

511 ROAD REPORTING


Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, visited with the Board about the new service that the State is offering that will allow counties to post road closures and travel advisories on the SD511 traveler information service.   The County will have to designate a person that will be authorized to enter information into the SD511 system.


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to designate Kathy Glines, Emergency Manager, to post road closures and advisories on the SD511 system and be the primary contact for the County. 
ACTIVE 911


Chancey Odell, EMT Association and Ambulance Board member, discussed the Active911 Alerting system and some of the issues that the EMT’s have been having with the App.   It has been requested that the EMT’s have text alerts added back to their phones.   Glines and Cheryl Turbiville, Sheriff’s office, presented a listing of the EMT’s that are currently getting Active911 alerts and relayed information as to the cost to have the County purchase licenses to add the text alerts.  It was estimated that there would need to be an additional 41 new accounts at the cost of $15.00 per year for each number.   The Board asked that Odell, Glines and Turbiville work together to get an accurate listing and to get the text added to the EMT numbers. 
LIBRARY/EMT BUILDING

Dalton Hurst presented an updated building drawing for the library/EMT training building that the County is planning on constructing.  The Board reviewed that drawing and discussion was held on various aspects of the building and making sure that everything has been included in the planning.  Mr. Hurst advised the Board that he would be able to have a set of specifications available for the November 7 meeting.   The Board asked the Auditor to add the call for bids for the building on the November agenda.
