COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

NOVEMBER 7, 2023

A regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairman Charles Verhulst on November 7, 2023 with members William Clarkson, John Helms, Hunter Kalisiak, and Jason Latham present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor.   
ATTENDANCE

MINUTES APPROVED


Motion by Helms, seconded by Latham and carried to approve the minutes of October 10, 2023 as presented. 
HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, met with the Board to report on highway department activities.  The River Crossing has been repaired and is back open for travel.  Western Construction has started crushing gravel at the Price Pit and will still need to do the Nygaard Pit.  Discussion was held on the bid specifications stating that the crushing of both pits would be completed by November 15, 2023 or a $500 per day fine may be assessed.  The Board asked Humbracht to contact Western Construction to see if they could attend the December meeting to discuss the penalty if the crushing is not completed by November 15th. 
CALL FOR BIDS


The Board directed the Auditor to call for bids for the following to be considered at 
9:30 AM on December 5, 2023: Concrete Culverts; Road Construction Machinery; Gravel Hauling; Ground Stabilizer; Contract Patrol Hire; Gravel Crushing at the Davis, Helms and Siefert Pit; Ladner Road Graveling Project; Harding Road Graveling Project .
DISASTER MITIGATION PLAN

Glines reported that the State and FEMA have approved the Harding County Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan, 2023.   The County and cities will need to formally adopt the Plan.

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The Board also conducted a hearing at 11:00, as advertised, for the consideration of an application from Crow Butte Mercantile (Suzianne LLC) for a Retail (On-Off sale) Wine and Cider License.  No one from the public was in attendance at the hearing.    Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Latham and carried to approve the Retail (On-Off Sale) Wine and Cider License application for Crow Butte Mercantile.

HOLIDAY


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Latham and carried to declare November 24 (day after Thanksgiving) as a paid holiday for county employees.  The County Offices will be closed on November 23 and 24 for the Thanksgiving Holiday and December 25 for the Christmas Holiday.

911 JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT

The Board reviewed the finalized Joint Powers Agreement to make Harding County a member of the North Central Regional 911 compact.  The County had previously been contracting with NCR 911 for emergency telecommunications services.  The adoption of the Agreement will make Harding County a member of the governing Board of the compact.


Motion by Helms, seconded by Latham and carried to sign the Joint Powers Agreement for North Central Regional 911.
OFFICE AND BOARD REPORTS

Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, reported that his radios have not been received yet and there is no anticipated delivery date.  He is also working with Butte County and Bowman County to see if he can use their licenses for the Central Square program and is also working with the State of SD on getting some surplused radio extenders; Kathy Glines, Auditor, reported that levies have been submitted to the State for approval and that she and Cheryl Turbiville (Sheriff’s office) have gotten the EMT’s into the Active911 system so they will be receiving text alerts as well as the alerts on their Apps.;  Misty Koan, Weed Supervisor, asked permission to purchase another Cedar Tablet so one could be in each of the 4-wheelers to track their locations and time when spraying weeds.  She has grant funds available for the purchase, which the Board approved.  Melissa Breding, Treasurer; Dusty Ginsbach, States Attorney; Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds and Laurie Elmore, 4-H Advisor, also reported on office activities.
EXECUTIVE SESSION


Motion by Latham, seconded by Helms and carried to go into Executive Session at 2:05 with Ashton Giannonatti and Kathy Glines for personnel purposes.  Verhulst declared the Board out of Executive Session at 2:20.  No action was take by the Board as a result of the Executive Session. 
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LIBRARY/EMT BUILDING


Dalton Hurst presented detailed drawings of the proposed Library/EMT Building that the County is planning on building.  The Board reviewed the drawings and made a couple minor changes.  Hurst also presented a draft Instructions to Bidders, Bid Form and Building Specifications for the Board to review.   The Auditor will add the necessary legal bid requirements and he will make the changes for the Board to review at the December meeting.
