REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

November 16, 2023



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  DeBoer, Mairose, Dozark, and Swanson.  Absent - Carson,  Also present:  Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.   No public comments or conflicts of interest were noted.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve the minutes of 11-2-2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT


Highway Superintendent Mike Schlaffman asked to extend the 10 hour work schedule from November 15 to November 22 and start the 8 hour days after the Thanksgiving Break.  Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the extension.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to purchase a cutting tool that mounts on the V plow attachment of the motor grader that is much easier to transport to an area and easier to attach to use to cut out washboards and snow and ice that is packed down on the gravel roads.  The cost of the equipment is $6,000.00.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Highway Superintendent Mike Schlaffman also advised is planning to purchase 10,000 ton of gravel from Standy Quarry and stockpile down by Gary Dozark’s residence.  
PERSONNEL


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to increase Jackson VanderWindt wage .50/hour as he has passed probation, effective November 12, 2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to increase Lester Thompson wage .50/hour as he has passed probation ($19.35), effective November 1, 2023. All members voted aye. Motion carried. 

Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to increase Steven Meyer’s wage to $15.00/hour to work part time in the States Attorney’s Office during Christmas break (approximately 10 days).  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

RURAL ACCESS INFRASTRUCTURE GRANT


Highway Superintendent Mike Schlaffman advised that Pukwana Township has applied for the Rural Access Infrastructure Grant to repair a cement culvert in their township.  The quote of the repair is $25,000, with the township having to pay 20% of the cost, the grant from the County would be 80% or $20,000.  Schlaffman advised that the culvert is in the waterway between Red Lake and Wanalain Dam and needs to be repaired.  Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the grant of $20,000 to Pukwana Township.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

LIQUOR LICENSE

Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the renewal of an alcoholic beverage license for Thunderstik Lodge (Big Hat Outdoors LLC) for 2024.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

HISTORICAL GRANT DISTRIBUTION

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to distribute $1000.00 to Brule County Historical Society, SD Hall of Fame, Tractor Museum and Lake Francis Development Corporation and $300.00 to Kimball Economic Development Center as budgeted.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to increase the prisoner board for Brule County from $62.00/day to $76.00/day.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

AUTOMATIC BUDGET SUPPLEMENT
