REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

December 7, 2023



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  DeBoer, Mairose, Dozark, and Swanson.  Via Telephone – Carson.  Also present:  Theresa Maule, States Attorney, Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney, Mike Schlaffman, Highway Superintendent, Katheryn Benton, Emergency Manager and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.   No public comments or conflicts of interest were noted.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to approve the minutes of 11-16-2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT


Highway Superintendent Mike Schlaffman asked to purchase Ultra Software for his office and terminate the contract with Dware.  The conversion will be done as soon as possible to be able to utilize for 2024.  The setup fee is $4100 and the annual fee is $1000.  Ultra software is more user friendly and cheaper annual costs.  Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the switch to Ultra software.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


L & L Sanitation approached the Auditor’s Office to provide garbage service to the Highway Department in Kimball.  L & L Sanitation is out of Plankinton, SD and has other services in Kimball, his rate for service every other week was $40.00/month.  Highway Superintendent and Commissioners did not feel that they wanted to change services and choose to stay with the local provider – Blasius Sanitation.  
PERSONNEL


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to make the following changes in the States Attorney’s Office.  Deputy States Attorney Dedrich Koch is going to work one day per week and Tory Engel will be working 40 hours per week versus 36 hours per week.  Engel will be considered a special criminal investigator.  Koch’s wage will be decreased in half and a portion of the remaining half will be used to pay the additional hours for Engel’s wage and the remainder will be added unto the States Attorney’s salary.  Therefore the budget dollars will remain the same as previously budgeted.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.   

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to allow Deputy Scott Powers to carry over an additional 57.75 hours of vacation leave that he was unable to take due to Sheriff Miller out on medical leave.  The additional hours must be used by April 1, 2024.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

VETERAN SERVICE OFFICER


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to re-appoint Tim Thomas as the Veteran Service Officer for Brule County.  Re-appointment is for 4 years through the first Monday in January, 2028.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Tim Thomas, Veteran Service Officer also reported that he has had 400 contacts in the last year and that 88 veterans are receiving benefits that amount to $114,000/month in Brule County.  

 JAIL CONTRACT

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to rescind the motion made to increase the prisoner board for Brule County from $62.00/day to $76.00/day.  Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to set the prisoner board rate for Brule County at $72.00 for the 2024 year.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

SD DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH


Katheryn Benton, Emergency Manager discussed the letter from the Department of Health that allows businesses to have life-saving Naloxone within their worksite to reverse an opioid overdose.   Benton advised that it would be accessible to the public and the Courthouse employees will need to be trained on how to administer the dosage along with a protocol of transporting, storage, maintenance and location of the opioid antagonist agent.  Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to allow the Naloxone in the Courthouse.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING – SDSU/BRULE COUNTY

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to sign a Memorandum of Understanding between the SD Cooperative Extension Service, US Department of Agriculture and Brule County for operation of the Extension Educational programs in Ag & Natural Resources, Family & Consumer Sciences, Community Development and 4H/Youth Development Services in Brule County.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

LEASE


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to enter a lease agreement (three year lease) with the Rural Office of Community Services beginning January 1, 2024 – December 31, 2026.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
AUTOMATIC BUDGET SUPPLEMENT


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Carson seconded to automatically supplement the Sheriff’s Office budget $500.00, a donation from Northwestern Energy.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried. 

COURTHOUSE REPAIRS


Commissioner Carson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to table the quotes on the courthouse repairs until more information could be obtained about moving equipment etc to prepare for the repairs.    
EXECUTIVE SESSION


Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to enter executive session at 10:43 am to discuss personnel issues.   Executive session declared over at 11:58 am.   
SURPLUS PROPERTY


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Carson seconded to surplus an HP printer from the Highway Department that no longer works and will be trashed.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
