Minutes of Proceedings

A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman Verhulst on January 2, 2024 at 9:00 AM with members William Clarkson, John Helms, Hunter Kalisiak, Jason Latham and Charles Verhulst as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor.   
ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Latham and carried to approve the minutes of December 5 and 28, 2023 as presented.
NOMINATIONS FOR CHAIRMAN AND VICE CHAIRMAN


This being the meeting whereby the Chairman and Vice Chairman are elected for the year, the Auditor indicated that nominations for Chairman and Vice Chairman were in order.  


Motion by Verhulst to nominate Clarkson for Chairman.  Motion by Helms, seconded by Latham and carried that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Clarkson for Chairman for 2024.

Motion by Verhulst to nominate Helms for Vice Chairman.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Latham and carried that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Helms as Vice Chairman for 2024.

Clarkson assumed his seat as Chairman of the Board.

HIGHWAY


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on activities in his department.  Humbracht reported that he had been contacted by Gayle Penn who was asking if the County would be interested in purchasing a used motor grader that belonged to her late husband.  After reviewing the information on the motor grader, the Board decided they were not interested.
GRAVEL HEARING


The Board held a public hearing at the hour of 10:00 AM in accordance with SDCL 7-18-27 to consider the continuance of the sale of gravel by the County.  Sam Olson was in attendance at the hearing.  

Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to discontinue the sale of gravel to private individuals until such time as the County has excess gravel.  At that time the Board will reconsider offering gravel for sale to the public and establish a cost.
ROAD MAINTENANCE HEARING


The Board held a public hearing at the hour of 10:00 AM in accordance with SDCL 31-11-44, to determine if the Board shall authorize the contracting with owners of private roads within the County for the County to provide maintenance on private roads.  No one from the public was in attendance at the hearing. 


Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Latham and carried to authorize the County Highway 
Superintendent to enter into contracts, at his discretion, for such maintenance in 2024.  Rate for patrolling said roads will be set at $175.00 per hour with packer use with a one hour minimum cost.
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AUTOGATE POLICY HEARING


The Board held a public hearing at the hour of 10:00 AM in accordance with county policy to establish the rate to be charged to individuals requesting the installation of a newly located autogate.   No one from the public was in attendance at the hearing. 


Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Helms and carried to set the rate for 2024 at 
$15,000.00 for autogates measuring 7’x 20’ or 7’ x 24’with a directive to the Highway 
Superintendent to have all written requests for an autogate to be submitted to the Board for approval before installed.  The cost for any autogate measuring other than the stated measurements will be negotiated with the Board of Commissioners prior to installation. The Highway Superintendent will have a request form available for such requests.
SNOW REMOVAL RATE


Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Verhulst and carried to set the Snow Removal rate for private roads as follows:  Use of Loader with follow pickup - $250.00 per hour with a one hour minimum and use of blade or snowplow - $225.00 per hour with a one hour minimum. 

DESIGNATION OF SELLING OF SHERIFF'S SALES


Motion by Helms, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to designate the front doors of the post office in the following towns and villages as places in Harding County, SD where Sheriff's Sales shall be sold during the ensuing year:  Camp Crook, Redig, Reva and the front door of the courthouse in Buffalo.

OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER


Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to designate the Nation's 
Center News as the official newspaper for Harding County, SD for the ensuing year.

BURIAL FEE


Motion by Latham, seconded by Helms and carried to set the burial and/or cremation  fee at $1500.00 for the ensuing year.

ELECTIONS

Motion by Helms, seconded by Latham to adopt the following Resolution.  Roll Call Vote:  Helms-yes; Kalisiak-yes; Latham-yes; Verhulst-yes; Clarkson-yes.
RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Harding County shall set the fee and mileage allowance annually for Judges of each election and the canvassing board, pursuant to SDCL 12-15-11.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the following rates shall be paid:

· Superintendents and Judges of each election shall be paid a fee of One Hundred Seventy Five dollars ($175) per day for the 12 hours that polling places are open

· Superintendents and Judges of each election shall be paid minimum wage for each hour worked prior to the polls opening and after polls close.

· The person delivering the poll books and ballot boxes to the proper authority at the County seat where the ballots are tabulated shall receive the County rate for mileage as established pursuant to SDCL 7-7-24, of fifty one cents ($0.51) per mile, for miles actually traveled in going to and returning from making the delivery.

· For attendance at the Election School, Superintendents and Judges will receive a fee of Twenty Five dollars ($25) plus the county rate for mileage ($0.51) per mile, for miles necessarily traveled in going to and from the election school.

· Resolution Board members shall be paid minimum wage per hour.

· Provisional Ballot Board members shall be paid minimum wage per hour for counting 
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Provisional Ballots if needed.
· Counting Board members (when automatic tabulation machines are used for counting) shall be paid minimum wage per hour 

· Precinct Assistants shall be paid minimum wage for hours needed for assistance at the polling places.

· In the event that paper ballots are used and the Precinct Officials are required to count ballots, the Precinct Officials shall be paid $15.00 for each hour required after the polls are closed for counting ballots

· Post Election Audit Board members shall be paid $15.00 per hour for each hour required plus county rate for mileage ($0.51) per mile for miles necessarily traveled, any necessary meal costs and any other costs established in SD Administrative Rule 05:02:23:15

· Polling places shall be paid $50, or actual rental costs, for use of facilities for election day

Polling Places for the elections will be Buffalo, Hilton and Poplar Grove precincts at the Harding County Memorial REC in Buffalo; Camp Crook precinct at the Camp Crook Area Community Center; Fillmore precinct at the Ralph Lutheran Church; Ladner precinct at the Ladner Church; Ludlow Precinct at the Ludlow Hall; Reva precinct at the Reva Hall and absentee voting at the Harding County Courthouse in Buffalo. 

MILEAGE & EXPENSE ALLOWANCE


Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Latham and carried to set the mileage allowance for all County Officials, employees and any person reimbursed by the County at the rate of fifty one cents ($ .51) per mile, and actual and necessary expenses incurred not to exceed state rate for meals if an overnight stay is involved.
PAY INCREASE


The Board reviewed the pay increases that were worked into the 2024 budget.  A pay increase has not been given to the employees since 2020.  The increase that was budgeted was for $3.00 per hour for the full time wage and salary employees and no pay increase for the members of the Board of Commissioners.  A pay increase adjustment was also worked in for the part time employees.

Motion by Latham, seconded by Helms and carried to give the pay increases that were budgeted for in 2024 and to also do the approved step pay increase for Pierre (Isaac) Cadet due to him becoming a SD Certified Law Enforcement Officer. All increases will be effective as of January 1, 2024. 
COMMISSIONER ALLOWANCE


Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to set mileage allowance for 
County Commissioners at the rate of fifty one cents ($ .51) per mile plus actual lodging expense and to set salary allowance at the rate of four hundred ($400) per month salary, plus an additional eighty dollars ($80) per diem, per day, for each meeting attended in their official capacity as county commissioner.

SECTION LINE


Jim and Matt Peterson met with the Board to discuss section line access to property they are purchasing in Harding County.   Also present for the discussion was Mark, Chance, Dillon and Julia Lermeny, Josh Klempel and Ron Entz. Mr. Peterson would like to improve the section line that runs from SD Hwy 20 to the property he is purchasing so he would have vehicle access.   In order to improve the section line he needs permission from the Board of Commissioners.  The section line runs thru property owned by the Lermeny family.  Mark 
Lermeny expressed concerns about the road opening up access to the general public.  Discussion was held on possible options that would not use the section line but it would have to be something that Peterson and Lermeny’s would have to agree to and it would not be anything that the Board would be involved in.  The Board asked that Mr. Peterson allow them to research the issue and to consult with the States Attorney and to delay any action until the 
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February board meeting, which he was agreeable to. 
ABATEMENT


Motion by Latham, seconded by Helms and carried to approve abatement #24-01 to Tailyn Adolph in the amount of $2067.94.   This is a Mobile Home on Real Estate location on Lots 1-2, Block 4, Oinas Addition in the Town of Buffalo.  The MH was assessed at $111,678 and should have been assessed at $8193 which created an error in the property tax.  The tax assessed was $2,231.66 and should be $163.72.
FOSSIL EXPLORATION


The Board conducted a public hearing at 1:30 regarding an Application to Explore (and Addendum) for fossilized or any paleontological remains on County owned land.  The Application is from Harrison Duran and Loren Gurche.  Mr. Duran and Mr. Gurche joined the meeting via Zoom and John Carter was also in attendance.


Duran and Gurche introduced themselves and gave a report on their Company and areas of reference for the Board to review.  It was understood that the Application was solely for the purpose of “walking” the property and does not allow the removal, or digging out, of any fossils.   Mr. Carter objected to the Board granting the permit as he has explored the area in the past and there are potential fossils that he would like to excavate.  Mr. Carter has not applied for any permits to remove fossils from the property in question and was reminded that the Application to Explore was not exclusive to one person.


Motion by Latham, seconded by Verhulst and carried to approve the Application to Explore, plus the Addendum, to Harrison Duran and Loren Gurche. The Application is in effect from January 1, 2024 to December 31, 2027.
