LIBRARY


Lila Teigen, Librarian, presented the 2023 Library Annual Report for the Board’s approval before it is submitted to the State.  Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to approve the report.

Teigen also advised the Board that she has decided not to resign her position as Librarian, as the Library Board has agreed to allow her to take a Leave of Absence for the months of June, July and August.   A temporary employee will fill her position while she is absent.  Discussion was also held about the future of the Bookmobile.
