Minutes of Proceedings


A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman William Clarkson on May 7, 2024 at 9:00 AM with members John Helms, Jason Latham, Hunter Kalisiak and Charles Verhulst present, as well as County Auditor Kathy Glines.  None absent.
ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Latham, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the Commissioner minutes of April 2 and 9, 2024 as presented. 


Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to approve the Board of Equalization minutes of April 9, 2024 as presented.

LIBRARY


Lila Teigen, Librarian, reported on the various activities that she has been doing and the activities that are planned for the summer months.  Teigen reported that she plans to take several weeks off though out the summer but will be working off and on.   Hannah Douglas is willing to fill in for her when she is absent.  Teigen asked if the Board would be willing to pay Ms. Douglas for some training hours so the library can stay functional and continue to operate smoothly.    Teigen also reported that she is planning on doing a full inventory of the library books before the move to the new building so there is an accurate listing.

Library Board members Myrna Giannonatti, Janet Doll and Melissa Breding also met with the Board to discuss the Library.   They reported that they were very pleased with the work that Tiegen has been doing in the Library and the activities that she has been doing, especially with the younger people.  


Motion by Helms, seconded by Latham and carried to hire Hannah Douglas as a seasonal employee for the Library at the rate of $11.20 per hour and will be employed, as needed, for less than a twenty (20) hour work week.  

Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Latham and carried to allow Ms. Douglas up to 20 hours of paid training hours while she works with Teigen on learning the library operations. 
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HIGHWAY

Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on activities that his department are working on.   Graveling on the Ladner Road has started with the milling and stabilizer being done this summer.  


Humbracht requested permission to hire a seasonal maintenance employee, which was denied.


Humbracht reported that the 1983 International 540 payloader is still having mechanical issues and that it is getting hard to find parts for repairs.  He has located a used 2004 loader with 8000 hours on it for $65,800 that he would like to purchase.  After discussion the Board denied the request to purchase the loader. 
NEW EMPLOYEES


The Board acknowledged the hiring of Nolan Dvorak, as of April 15, 2024, for full time highway maintenance at the starting rate of $19.50 per hour.    


The Board acknowledged the hiring of Nathan Williams and Kara Koan as seasonal weed sprayers at the rate of $18.00 per hour.  

ROAD SIGNS

Cheryl Turbiville, 911 Coordinator; Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff and Humbracht visited with the Board about the Federal Funded road safety project that includes Resolution adoption/documentation of “No Maintenance”, “Minimum Maintenance” or permanent road closure segments; Inventory of all roads under the jurisdictions to determine signing needs; preparation of signing plans; production of a map with the names used for the rural addressing system.

Brosz Engineering is conducting the project and there is work being done on getting all of the driveways and section line roads named.  Brosz would like to use a numbering system instead of names, which we don’t feel is a workable solution as it will confuse the responders.  They will continue to work with Brosz Engineering to find a workable solution.
VOTING DELEGATE

Jason Latham was appointed the voting delegate for Harding County at the Grand Electric Annual meeting to be held on June 7, 2024. 

FOSSIL EXPLORATION


The Board conducted a public hearing at 10:30 AM, as advertised, for the consideration of an Application to Explore (and Addendum) for fossils on County own land.  The applicant, Michael Kjelland, joined the hearing via zoom.   Mr. Kjelland introduced himself to the Board and discussed his interest in exploring approximately 10,344.95 acres of County owned land.   There were no other people from the public at the hearing.  Motion by Latham, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the application to explore, plus addendum, for the period of May 7, 2024 through December 31, 2027. 

GIS MAPPING


Ashton Giannonatti and Sydney Pedersen, Director of Equalization office, and Rownea Gerbracht with Vanguard Appraisals (via Zoom), presented information about the Vanguard website that would provide online maps and parcel information that would replace the GIS system that the County currently has with Schneider Corp. (Beacon website).   Giannonatti explained to the Board that she has been having problems with her assessment program working with the Beacon site and it has caused her hours of down time while waiting for support.   The Board asked her to gather more information and bring it to the next meeting. 
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NEW BUILDING


Change Order #2 was presented to the Board for installation and materials for the kitchenette area.  The Change order is in the amount of $14,821.43.  Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Latham and carried to reject Change Order #2.   Prairie Plains Construction has provided a time schedule for the construction and has also requested the Board to submit colors for the various features of the building, which were reviewed and agreed upon.

OFFICE REPORTS


Misty Koan, Weed, Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds; Melissa Breding, Treasurer; Kathy Glines, Auditor and Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, reported on activities in their respective offices.


Kara Koan, Courthouse Custodian and Maintenance, discussed the lighting in the courthouse.  She was wondering if she should have the lights changed out to LED lights as they burn out and the ballasts go bad.  There is a kit for conversion or the entire fixture can be replaced.  The Board asked that the kits be installed.   Discussion was also held on the sprinkler system in the yard and what possible damages might have been done when the water and sewer system were installed for the new building.   The company that services the system will be here this week to turn it on.
