A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman William Clarkson on June 6, 2024 at 9:00 AM with members Hunter Kalisiak, John Helms, Jason Latham and Charles Verhulst present as well has County Auditor Kathy Glines.  None absent.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to approve the minutes of May 7, 2024 as presented.

In attendance at the meeting were Jeremy Humbracht, Wyatt Sabo, Melissa Breding, Sue Litzel, Dusty Ginsbach, Tom Wilsey, Kara Koan, Chet Helmey, Andrea Collins, Julia Davis, Ryan Broderson,   
HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on highway activities.  The graveling on the Ladner Road is done and they will be starting on the Harding Road next week.  The milling and stabilizer will be starting in mid July.   

Tom Wilsey, Brosz Engineering, and Cheryl Turbiville, 911 coordinator, visited with the Board about the signing project and the need to name roadways on section lines.  Discussion was held on the signing of private driveways and private roads.   The signing project will take place in late 2025 or early 2026.  The Board will work with Turbiville and Humbracht on the road names and then allow the public to review the map prior to it being presented to Brosz Engineering.


Discussion was held on an Ordinance to Regulate overweight and heavy vehicle traffic on County Roads.  The first reading of the Ordinance will be scheduled for July 2, 2024.

EXECUTIVE SESSION


Motion by Latham, seconded by Clarkson and carried to enter into Executive Session at 9:30 AM for employee matters in accordance with SDCL 1-25-2 (1).  Chairman Clarkson declared the Board out of Executive Session at 9:50 AM.

LAW ENFORCEMENT AGREEMENT


Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, presented the Cooperative Law Enforcement Agreement with the USDA, Forest Service.

Motion by Helms, seconded by Verhulst and carried to sign the agreement.

NRCS


Andrea Collins, NRCS Office, presented documents requesting permission to allow the installation of a fence on County Owned land that is leased by Daniel Davis.  The fence would be a cost share between Davis and the NRCS.  Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to authorize the Chairman to sign the NRCS-CPA-1257 Application #746740241DT to allow the installation of the fence located on County Owned land located in Sections 23, 27 and 28 in Township 16, Range 2. 
HOLIDAY


Motion by Helms, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to declare July 5, 2024 as a paid holiday for the county staff, as also given by the State of South Dakota.

EMPLOYEES

The Board acknowledged the one year anniversary of employment of Gary Schultz, Highway Maintenance, as of May 8, 2024 and an increase of pay rate to $20.64 per hour.


The Board accepted the resignation of Deb Brown from the Planning and Zoning Board.  

LIBRARY/TRAINING BUILDING


Ryan Broderson, Prairie Plains Construction, reported on the progress of the new Library/EMS building.   Construction is staying on schedule.  
OFFICE REPORTS


Melissa Breding, Treasurer; Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds; Dusty Ginsbach, States Attorney and Kathy Glines, Auditor, reported on activities in their respective offices.  


Kara Koan reported on the sprinkler system for the courthouse yard.  There are damages to the system from running the water and sewer lines that will need to be fixed before it can be turned on.   Koan was asked to get a detailed list of the repairs needed and costs.   She also reported that she has been advised by the Town of Buffalo that a heater system will need to be installed in the water pit that has the water connections for the new building and the sprinkler system to prevent it from freezing during the winter. 
PRIMARY ELECTION


The Board canvassed the votes of the June 4, 2024 Primary Election.  After reviewing the Poll Books, Recap Sheets, tabulator print outs and election night reports, no errors were found and the canvas was approved as presented. 


This being the first year that a Post Election Audit (PEA) will be conducted, the Auditor reviewed what the PEA consists of and explained that Harding County will have to audit 5% of the precincts but will also have to have a minimum of 100 ballots cast to audit.  The Auditor conducts a random draw of the precincts to be audited and then will do a random draw of the two races to be audited.   One race has to be a statewide race and the other can be any of the remaining races.   The random draw has to be witnessed by the Board of Commissioners.

Glines presented premade tickets of the eight precincts in the County, which also had the number of ballots cast in each precinct.   The random draw was held and the Hilton Precinct was drawn, which had 84 ballots cast so another precinct was randomly drawn.  Ludlow Precinct was drawn which had 30 ballots cast, which brings the total ballots cast to 114.


Glines presented premade tickets of the races that were on the ballot.  Due to the only statewide race being that for President of the US, it will automatically be audited.   After a random draw, the State Representative District 28B race was selected as the other race to be audited.   


The PEA will be conducted on June 13, 2024 at 1:00 PM and is open to the public to 
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observe.
