2) 370th Avenue (Aurora/Brule County line) 2 8’ culverts and road washed away
3) 70 sites where water crossed the roadways and washed gravel off
4) 259th Street by Pazour Dam – culvert is being washed, so some maintenance will have to be done.
Schlaffman went onto state that the State and FEMA has a new app to report damage on that you can insert the location, photos, etc into the application and is ready to upload when and if FEMA needs information regarding the disaster. RESOLUTION 2024-3
DECLARING DISASTER
ROAD FLOODING AND DAMAGE

	WHEREAS, during June, 2024, Brule County has received excessive rainfall; and

	WHEREAS, such rainfall and ensuing wet conditions have caused extensive road damage to county highways and township highways throughout the county; and

	WHEREAS, such excessive rainfall and ensuing flooding have resulted in an unusual soil erosion, the drowning out of planted crops, and

	WHEREAS, Brule County and the municipal and township governments contained within Brule County are in need of assistance in coping with the damage to roads, bridges, dams and other public facilities and in rendering assistance to the public;

	NOW, IT THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of County Commissioners of Brule County, as follows:

1. Brule County is hereby declared to be in a state of disaster and emergency arising from excessive rainfall and flooding;

2. The Board of County Commissioners request that Brule County be designated as a disaster area and as eligible for emergency and disaster assistance, by the Governor of the State of South Dakota and other appropriate authorities of the State of South Dakota and of the United States Government and that its residents be afforded an opportunity to participate in State and Federal disaster relief programs and benefits;
