Minutes of Proceedings

July 2, 2024

A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman William Clarkson on July 2, 2024 at 9:00 AM with members John Helms, Hunter Kalisiak, Jason Latham and Charles Verhulst present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to approve the minutes of June 6 and 18, 2024 as presented. 
ATTENDANCE


In attendance at the meeting were Jeremy Humbracht, Wyatt Sabo, Sue Litzel, Ashton Giannonatti, Cheryl Turbiville, Will Henderson, Charlie Baker, Misty Koan, Kara Koan and Melissa Breding. 
HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported that the graveling on the Harding Road is completed.   The milling and stabilizer on the Ladner Road and Harding Road will start this week.  The Box Culvert installation on the Gilbert Hett road is scheduled to start on July 18.  

The Board reviewed the Haul Road Agreement that has been drafted to be used with the Vehicle Traffic Ordinance that is being considered.   The Board will conduct a Public Hearing to allow input from the public on the Agreement on August 6, 2024 at 10:00 AM.
CONSTRUCTION RIGHT OF WAY

Humbracht presented an Application for Construction on County Highway Right of Way from Grand Electric Cooperative for the placement of a utility by boring method on Old Highway 85 located in Sections 14 and 15, Township 19, Range 5.


Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the Application.

ORDINANCE

The Board conducted the First Reading and an Ordinance to Regulate Vehicle Traffic on County Roads at 9:30 AM as posted on the Agenda.   The Second Reading will be held on August 6, 2024 at 10:30 AM.   The proposed Ordinance is available in the Auditor’s office for public review.

MILAGE REIMBURSMENT RATE


Due to new legislation which becomes effective July 1, 2024, the allowable rate for mileage reimbursement has increased to $0.67. 

Motion by Helms, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to change all of the mileage rates of $0.51which was set at the January 2, 2024 meeting to $0.67 as of July 1, 2024. 

BUILDING VALUES


Glines presented information on the Property Survey of the building and structures that are insured by the County.   The new values have been released and the county has several building that are underinsured based on the survey.   To bring the insured value to the new values would cost approximately $2800.   
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Motion by Latham, seconded by Verhulst and carried to direct the Auditor to have the new values applied to the insurance policy as soon as possible.

JSC AMENDMENT


Motion by Helms, seconded by Verhulst and carried to authorize the Sheriff to sign the JCS Amendment to the Joint Powers Agreement regarding the prisoner rates.

AIRPORT


Will Henderson, Airport Manager, and Charlie Baker, KLJ, met with the Board to discuss the Capital Improvement Plan for the airport.  In the past the County has indicated that they were interested in upgrading the fueling system and also considering the placement of a wildlife fence around the airport.   Discussion was held on both projects and what is required from the FAA.  Baker will do more research into the questions asked by the Board and will also get cost estimates on the fence as well as new sketches. 

GASOLINE AND DIESEL FUEL


Motion by Helms, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to accept the proposal for gasoline and diesel fuel for purchases made July 1 through December 31, 2024

MALT BEVERAGE HEARING


The Board conducted a Public Hearing for the Application for Special Retail (on-Sale) Malt Beverage License for the Camp Crook Roping Club.   No one from the public was in 
attendance at the hearing.  Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to approve the Special Malt Beverage License for the Camp Crook Roping Club for August 16 & 18, 2024.

The Board reviewed the 2025 budget requests.  The Provisional Budget for 2025 will 
be considered and adopted by the Board on July 23, 2024.

OFFICE REPORTS


Ashton Giannonatti, Director of Equalization office; Kathy Glines, Auditor: Melissa Breding, Treasurer; Misty Koan, Weed Supervisor and Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds reported on activities in their respective offices.

Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, asked permission to have one of the doors going into his office cut into a barn door style door.  This would limit access into the office but still allow customers to be assisted through the top portion of the door.  He has had Baier Construction look at it and they gave him a quote of $1,037 to cut the existing door and build a shelf for the top of the bottom half of the door to be used as a table for customers.  The Board will consider the request.


Kara Koan, Courthouse custodian, visited with the Board about the lawn sprinkler system.  She has a quote from Daniel Goeders that would repair the existing lines, install new lines where necessary, and repair and replace the valves and valve box.   Total cost would be $2,850.   He also presented a quote for running a power line to the water pit in the amount of $950.00  Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Latham and carried to have the sprinkler system work done in the amount of $2,850 and not do the power line.   Koan also reported on several other items that need attention in the building such as window cranks that are not working, an outside door that has gotten hard to open and shut and various other things.  The Board asked to get quotes for items that she could not do herself and bring them back to the Board. 


Cheryl Turbiville, 911 coordinator, reported that she and Humbracht have been working on finding names for various roads and will have the information ready for the Board to review at their July 23rd meeting.
