MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

OCTOBER 1, 2024

A regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairman William Clarkson on October 1, 2024 with members John Helms, Hunter Kalisiak, Jason Latham and Charles Verhulst present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor. 
ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson and carried to approve the minutes of September 3, 24 and 27, 2024 as presented. 
HIGHWAY

Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on the projects his department has been working on.   

Don Hammond and Josh Stuchl with Brosz Engineering presented the Bridge Inspection report.  Hammond reported that Harding County bridges are in good shape and ahead of the rest of the state.  He did point out four bridges that will need attention in the long term, two of which have load restrictions on them.  One of those is scheduled for repair in 2025 and the other is being discussed and will have a hydrology study completed on it to see what options are available. 


The various winter policies were reviewed with the Board.

ORDINANCE


The Board conducted the second reading of Ordinance 2024-01 entitled An Ordinance to Regulate Vehicle Traffic on County Roads.  No one from the public was in attendance for the reading.

ORDINANCE NO. 2024-01

AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE VEHICLE TRAFFIC ON COUNTY ROADS

Be it ordained by Harding County for the purpose of protecting the health, safety, and general welfare of the residents of Harding County:

A commercial vehicle owner or operator shall obtain a Haul Road Agreement from the Harding County Highway Superintendent and executed by both the Highway Superintendent and the designee of the Harding County Board of Commissioners if one or more of the following criteria are met (1) for any load that will exceed 150,000 pounds, (2) for any project in which ten loads or more are carried over a county road in a 24 hour period  for 2 consecutive days unless under contract to Harding County, or (3) if there exists a haul road agreement with a bordering county, state, or other political subdivision that could impact the roads of Harding County.  A violation of this ordinance is a Class 2 misdemeanor.

The commercial vehicle owner or operator must contact the Harding County Highway Superintendent no less than 48 hours prior to start for condition 1 or 2 of above paragraph or 30 days prior to the starting date of the project for condition 3 of above paragraph for a Haul Road Agreement.  A Haul Road Agreement is only effective for county roads specifically designated in the Haul Road Agreement. All repairs to Harding County Highway system must be 
completed within 14 days and approved by the Highway Superintendent and the designee of the 
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Harding County Board of Commissioners.

Ryanna Turbiville, Extension; Melissa Breding, Treasurer and Kathy Glines, Auditor, reported on the various activities in their respective offices. 


Ryan Smith, Town of Buffalo, was present to answer questions the Board had regarding the water meters and the electronic reading of the meters.

Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to authorize Chairman Clarkson to sign the Maintenance and Financial Agreement between SD Department of Transportation and Harding County, SD for Project 3-46-4600-30-2024 for the airport pavement maintenance project that has been completed at the Harding County airport.  Total cost to the County for the project is $6,087.57
