Minutes of Proceedings


A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman Charles Verhulst on March 1, 2022 at 9:00 AM with members William Clarkson,  Matt DeBow, John Helms and Dean Wagner present as well as Harding County Auditor Kathy Glines.   

ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the minutes of February 1, 2022 as presented.
LIBRARY


Vicki Anderson, Librarian, presented the 2021 Annual Survey of SD Public Libraries for the Board to approve.  Motion by Wagner, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the Annual Survey.

HIGHWAY REPORT


Brad Bowers, Highway Superintendent, and Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Maintenance Department, reported on activities in their department.  Bowers reported that he and Humbracht would be attending training (Short Course) in Deadwood in March.  Bowers also advised the Board that he has found a truck to mount the water tank on for $8000 and has purchased the truck.

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow to adopt the following Resolution: Roll Call Vote:  Clarkson-yes; DeBow-yes; Helms-yes; Wagner-yes; Verhulst-yes.
BRIDGE INSPECTION PROGRAM RESOLUTION

FOR USE WITH SDDOT RETAINER CONTRACTS

WHEREAS, 23CFR 650 Subpart C, requires initial inspection of all bridges and reinspection at intervals not to exceed two years with the exception of reinforced concrete box culverts that meet specific criteria.  These culverts are reinspected at intervals not to exceed four years.

THEREFORE, Harding County is desirous of participating in the Bridge Inspection Program.

The County requests SDDOT to hire Brosz Engineering, Inc. for the inspection work.  SDDOT will secure the federal approvals, make payments to the Consulting Engineer for inspection services rendered, and bill the County for 20% of the cost.  The County will be responsible for the required 20% matching funds.

ROAD/ROW APPLICATIONS


Randy Lyons met with the Board to request a Construction easement to cross the E6 road for the placement of an electrical line.   Mr. Lyons would like to trench across the road rather than bore, as per county policy.  The Board was not willing to allow the trenching of the line.   Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the Construction easement across the E6 road in Sections 2 & 11, Township 19, Range 5 using the boring method only.

Motion by Helms, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve the application from Ryan Routier for the placement of a waterline under the Mackey Road in Sections 28 in Township 17, Range 4.
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INVENTORY


Motion by Helms, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve the Highway Department inventory as presented.

EASEMENTS


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Clarkson and carried to approve the release of a utility easement granted to Grand Electric Cooperative, Inc. in NW4SW4 of Section 5, Township 18, Range 5 due to an incorrect legal description. 


Motion by Wagner, seconded by DeBow and carried to grant a utility easement to Grand Electric Cooperative, Inc. in the SW4NW4 of Section 5, Township 18, Range 5.

Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson and carried to grant a utility easement to West River Cooperative Telephone Company, Inc. in SW4NW4 of Section 5, Township 18, Range 5.

BIDS

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to accept the bid, as accepted by Beadle County, from True North Steel for metal culverts.

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to accept the low bid of Bituminous Paving, Inc for Chip Seal/PMRE for 2022.

Motion by Wagner, seconded by Helms and carried to accept the bid of Bituminous Paving, Inc. for Asphalt Surface Treatment for 2022.

AIRPORT

Warren Raguse visited with the Board about the placement of a hanger at the airport.  He would like to construct a 70’ x 80’ hanger that would include an office for an ag based business and also include living space.   There would be a need to construct an access road to the building, as well as utilities and re-construct of the fence to prohibit access to the runway.  It was also discussed that if the building was for use other than for just an airplane hanger that the request would have to go through Planning and Zoning for a Conditional Use Permit.  It was agreed that Jason Hanson with Brosz Engineering, Inc. would be contacted to see if he could come to the April meeting to discuss the proposed building, use and requirements by the FAA

to allow the request.

COUNTY LAND LEASE


Karen Stevenson, Camp Crook Roping Club, met with the Board prior to the land leasing to discuss the Camp Crook Roping Club lease of county land.  The County has previously leased the property to the Roping Club for $5.00 per year.  Discussion was held on the use of the property.  Stevenson advised the Board that the Roping Club is planning on moving the access road into the rodeo grounds to come off of SD Highway 20 rather than thru the fair grounds.   The Roping Club has decided not to sublease the property in 2022 due to drought conditions.  


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to offer a one year lease of the property to the Camp Crook Roping Club at $5.00 due to them not planning on sub-leasing the property this year. 


The Board conducted the County Land gazing lease auction at 1:30 PM as advertised.

COUNTY MINERAL LEASE


The Board conducted the County Mineral Lease at 2:00 PM as advertised.  No offers were presented to the Board.

VEHICLES


Misty Koan, Weed Supervisor, reported that she has located a 2022 F250 4 x 4 regular cab pickup at Lamb Motors in Onida for $38,600.   Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Verhulst and carried to approve the purchase of the vehicle.


Brad Bowers reported that he has located a 2022 Ram 2500 at Wagner Motors in Pierre for $50,510.   Discussion was held concerning the vehicle being over the $50,000 bid limits, but due to not being able to located vehicle for sale and vendors not wanting to bid vehicles it was agreed that it was going to be the closest the county could get to following the bid laws.

Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson and carried to approve the purchase if the vehicle is still available. 

OFFICE REPORTS


Laurie Elmore, 4-H Advisor, reported on various 4-H activities.  Elmore asked permission to attend a West River Networking Day in Sturgis, which was approved.     Elmore also discussed the State Shoot that several Harding County 4-H kids are participating in.  Elmore requested that the County pay mileage to the person that hauls the shooting equipment to Fort Pierre at the cost of approximately $200.   Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Verhulst and carried to pay the mileage.

Melissa Breding, Treasurer and Brenda Kari, Director of Equalization, also presented office reports.

BOARD APPOINTMENTS


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Helms and carried to appoint Ashley Secrest the Weed Board for a 3 year term. 

PURPLE HEART COMMUNITY PRESENTATION


The Board attended the presentation of the Purple Heart Community, which is to honor the veterans that have received the Purple Heart.   A presentation of signs to be placed on the State Highways as well as at several business places was held.   The presentation was organized by Harding County Veteran Service Officer Jim Pickett.
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DISASTER DECLARATION


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow to adopted the following Resolution:  DeBow-yes; Helms-yes; Wagner-yes; Clarkson-yes; Verhulst-yes.  The Resolution will be forwarded to Governor Kristi Noem.

HARDING COUNTY DISASTER RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, HARDING County has been suffering from severe weather conditions since fall of 2020 consisting of early heat, frost, freezing, drought, hail, grasshoppers, alfalfa weevils and other insects, causing losses to crops, forage and pasture grasses; and

WHEREAS, such conditions have severely stunted range grass (both native & tame), alfalfa and hay crops resulting in grazing and hay production losses within HARDING County; and

WHEREAS, such conditions have seriously decreased the amount of and quality of water in dams and wells for livestock consumption, resulting in a loss of usable dams and dugouts in the County; and

WHEREAS, such conditions have severely stunted crop production resulting in crop losses throughout HARDING County; and

WHEREAS, the winter of 2021-2022 has not produced significant snow fall to protect the pasturelands and provide any potential for water run off, and 

WHEREAS, these severe weather conditions are inflicting severe hardships on county residents, livestock and natural resources; and

WHEREAS, HARDING County hereby declares the County an Emergency Disaster Area.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that HARDING County hereby affirms this declaration of HARDING County as an Emergency Disaster Area; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that HARDING County requests emergency disaster relief and assistance from all appropriate agencies of the State and Federal governments.
