	The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  DeBoer, Swanson, Carson, Mairose and Dozark.  Also present:  Deputy States Attorney Steven Meyer and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.   No public comments or conflicts of interest were noted.

APPROVE MINUTES
	Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Carson seconded to approve the minutes of 10-17-2024.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

PERSONNEL
	Commissioner Carson moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to authorize Mike Schlaffman to offer a job to an individual.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
	
VARIANCE
	Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Carson seconded to enter Board of Adjustment to hear a variance application for Ron Weber  of 5’ at Larkota Tract A in New Ex Lots H-1, H-2 & SW Lots H-1, H3, H4 in 2-103-70.  No one appeared in opposition.  Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the Variance for Ron Weber.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

CAMPGROUND REGULATIONS
	Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to adopt the following ordinance regarding private campground regulations:  

BRULE COUNTY     PRIVATE CAMPGROUNDS 	 
     ORDINANCE NO. 2024-1

Section 505 Accessory Uses
1. Signs, exterior on-site 

Section 507 Conditional Uses 
1. Campgrounds, pursuant to Section 525; 

Section 525 Campground Performance Standards 
1 A non-governmental campground shall comply with the following conditions: 
2 The minimum property size for a campground shall be no less than forty acres. Of the campground complex, 10% should be green space and playgrounds, picnic areas, trees, walking paths; 
3 No exterior boundary of a campground’s property shall be within one-half of a mile of a residential structure; 
4 No camping unit, cabin, or structure shall be located within eighty feet of a right of way or property line delineating a change in ownership; 
5 Each campsite shall contain at least four thousand square feet; 
6 All ingress and egress approaches shall be approved by the governing road authority; 
7 A private campground may be permitted on a parcel that contains a single-family residence as long as the owner of the campground resides within said residence; 
8 Shall obtain a 911 address for the property, each lot should be individually numbered for emergency services; 
9 No manufactured homes shall be located in the campground; 
10 The campground shall be supplied with electricity, potable water, sanitary sewage disposal and restroom facilities per State of South Dakota rules and regulations; 
11 A minimum of one centrally located two-yard solid waste container shall be provided for every twelve camp pads and situated on an all-weather surface; 
12 All structures to include buildings, decks, fences shall be painted or finished in muted earth tones; 
13 The grounds shall be kept free of rubbish, trash, or debris; 
14 The growth of brush, weeds, and grass shall be controlled. All areas shall be maintained to prevent the growth of noxious weeds considered detrimental to health; 
15 An individual selected by the owner shall serve as a point of contact and be present or on call at all times during seasonal operations; 
16 Private campground owners shall keep an accurate record of owners and lease holders of all Travel Trailers, Fifth Wheel and Motor homes and shall present auto insurance and Vehicle Registration. The insurance and registration shall match to the lease holder’s information. Such records shall be available for inspection by Brule County or the State of SD except where prohibited by FTC rules and regulations.; 
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Private campground owners shall allow public officials immediate access to determine if the terms and conditions within the conditional use permit are complied with; 
Pursuant to Section 1521 building permits shall be signed by the owner of record. When a lessee or tenant agreement exists, the lessee is also required to sign the application; and 
In the event the private campground does not comply with the terms of the conditional use permit and said permit is revoked, the owner of the private campground may be required, at their expense, to restore the site to a condition determined by the Board of Adjustment, including the removal of all campers or RV’s, dumpsters, and other related vehicles, or to a use permitted by the zoning ordinance. 

General Standards Campsites: 
The minimum width shall be forty feet; 
The minimum length shall be eighty feet; 
A front yard of not less than ten feet on each campsite; 
A rear yard of not less than ten feet on each campsite; and 
Side yards shall be not less than ten feet; 
Decks and campers slide outs may extend into a side yard but shall not be less than two feet from any campsite boundary; 
Each campsite must be provided with a fifty amp minimum electric hookup; 
Portable fire pits are limited to one per campsite and shall not be used for burning garbage and must be enclosed with a spark screen or lid; and 
Accessory buildings, pursuant to Section 525 (4), may be placed on campsites not less than two feet from any side or rear campsite boundary. 


1 Self-Storage Warehouses 
2 Electrical service is limited to one overhead light and one outlet of no more than twenty amps per unit; and 
3 No continuous running electrical appliances are permitted, except battery chargers. 

1 Accessory Buildings 
2 Are permitted on campsites provided the total coverage area of all accessory buildings does not exceed eighty square feet per campsite; 
3 Shall be anchored to the ground or concrete pad; 
4 Shall not be used for overnight occupancy; 
5 Shall not contain permanent or otherwise attached electrical wiring; or contain any plumbing; and 
6 Enclosed trailers, shipping containers or other such containers intended for long-term storage are prohibited. 
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Decks Are permitted on campsites but must not exceed the length of the travel trailer occupying the same campsite; 
May extend into a side yard but shall not be less than two feet from any campsite boundary; 
Roofs over decks are allowed if constructed pursuant to International Residential Code or similar standard for safety; and 
Shall be anchored to the ground by concrete or other pinning device. 


1 Rental Cabins 
2 Rental cabin sites shall contain a minimum of four thousand square feet; 
3 Constructed in accordance with the International Residential Code or similar standard for safety; 
4 Placed upon a permanent foundation or slab on grade and anchored in a permanent fashion; and 
5 Furnish a minimum of two off-street parking spaces. 

7. Fences and Screening 
A. At the intersection of any vehicle route, street, camping pad, or anything similar in nature nothing shall be erected, placed, planted or allowed to grow in such a manner as materially to impede vision between a height of two and one-half and ten feet above the centerline grades of the intersecting aforementioned items in the area bounded by the surface’s edge lines and a line joining points along said lines thirty feet from the point of the intersection; 
B. No fences shall be erected on individual campsites; 
C. A privacy fence, berm, and/or screening with trees or vegetation is required on the side and rear exterior boundaries of campsites or cabins. Any such fencing and/or screening must be installed prior to operation of such campsites or cabins; and 
D. A minimum of one (1) tree meeting the following minimum specifications shall occupy or be planted on each campsite prior to operation of the campground or trailer park. 
1) One inch trunk caliper; 
2) Six feet tall; and 
3) Five-gallon container. 

Travel Trailers Shall be currently licensed and immediately operable; 
Parked for a period greater than 14 days shall be anchored to the ground to resist tipping and lateral movement; 
All propane tanks and valves must comply with current safety standards; and 
All travel trailers must be maintained in good repair with no visual or operational deficiencies. 
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1 Security 
2 The property owner and/or caretaker shall establish rules and regulations for the management of the property, its occupants, and employees; 
3 The property owner and/or caretaker shall distribute a copy of these rules and regulations and the County regulations to each occupant upon arrival and shall ensure compliance with the provisions of each; 
4 The property owner and/or caretaker shall maintain a current record of the names of all occupants of the campground or trailer park; 
5 The property owner and/or caretaker shall be responsible for the control of nuisances within the boundaries of the property and ensure that all rules and regulations are posted and enforced; and 
6 The property owner and/or caretaker shall ensure all names and contact information are clearly posted for the following, including but not limited to: Onsite staff, offsite or after-hours staff, emergency personnel. 

1 Parking 
2 There shall be no on-street parking; 
3 Guest parking spaces, no smaller than two hundred square feet per parking space, shall be provided at a ratio of one parking space per eight campsites, grouped conveniently and have direct and immediate access to any road within the exterior boundaries of the campground or trailer park; and 
4 Short-term overflow parking places shall be set aside and noted on the site plan. 

1 Roads 
2 Legal and permanent access to an improved public road is required; 
3 One-way interior roads shall be constructed with a minimum surface width of no less than fourteen feet; 
4 Two-way interior roads shall be constructed with a minimum surface width of twenty-four feet; 
5 Interior roads shall be clearly marked at each intersection to identify traffic directions and camping space numbers served by the road; and 
6 An emergency access and exit shall be designated. 

1 Lighting 
2 Adequate lighting shall be provided for all walkways, roads, parking areas, sanitary facilities, storage areas, office, store, and recreational facilities; 
3 All security or safety lighting shall be designed, hooded, and placed in a manner that does not cause direct or undesirable illumination onto any property located outside the exterior boundaries of the campground or interfere with the motoring public on adjacent roads; and 
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All campgrounds shall be no less than forty acres in size and be of contiguous or abutting lands.

CANVAS GENERAL ELECTION RESULTS
	The Board of Brule County Commissioners convened as the Election Canvassing Board.  The Board canvassed the votes from the November 5, 2024 General Election.  Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded that the vote was found to be the same as the unofficial tally.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.   Voter turnout for Brule County was 77%.  Board adjourned as canvassing board and reconvened as Board of Brule County Commissioners.

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT
	Highway Superintendent Mike Schlaffman advised that he and the Corps of Engineers have been discussing the road leading to Brule Bottom.  There is a slide area that is making the road impassable and hard to maintain.  The Corps of Engineers is proposing building a different access road and wanted to know if the County would take possession of the road if it is constructed and maintain it.  The Commissioners were in favor of this proposal so told Schlaffman to move forward with the proposal.
	Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to sign the Joint Powers Fore Account Agreement with the State for the flooding projects ER6548 of $11,000 and ER6471 of $25,000.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
	Commissioner Carson moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to extend the 10 hour day for the Highway Department to November 30, 2024.  8 hour days will begin on December 1, 2024.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
	
JAIL ASSESSMENT
	Steve Davis met with the Commissioners on November 7, 2024 via Microsoft Teams.  Davis gave several proposals to the Commissioners regarding the current Jail Building along with the number of beds needed in the future.  Davis explained that the building is structurally sound but updates could be done to enhance the safety and security of the building.  No decisions were made at this time,

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the renewal of an alcoholic beverage license for Thunderstik Lodge (Big Hat Outdoors LLC) for 2025.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
