COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

NOVEMBER 7, 2024

A regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairman William Clarkson on November 7, 2024 with members John Helms, Hunter Kalisiak, Jason Latham and Charles Verhulst present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor.   Latham left the meeting at 12:00 noon.   
ATTENDANCE


In attendance at the meeting during the day were: Jeremy Humbracht, Wyatt Sabo, Melissa Breding, Misty Koan, Lila Teigen, Sue Litzel and Kayla Ketelsen.
MINUTES APPROVED


Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the minutes of October 1 and 17, 2024 as presented. 
LIBRARY REPORT


Lila Teigen, Librarian, reported that the Library has been moved and is now open in the new building.   Teigen expressed concerns about the rock that has been placed in the front sidewalk area and asked that it be removed and replaced with a smaller washed rock to prevent any injuries if kids are playing in that area;  water sheds off of the awning over the doorway which could create icy spots,  the lighting in the room is too dim, signs will be ordered to place on the highway to direct people to the library, and questioned who would be responsible for cleaning and what days.  

Teigen also reported that the Library Board has adopted policies regarding Obscenity and should now be in compliance with SDCL 22-24-56.    The Library Board also declared some items as surplus property and a listing was provided to the Board.

Discussion was also held on what the address of the building is.   Glines has assigned the address as 408 Ramsland Street, which has been approved by the Town of Buffalo.   Teigen is advertising it as 401 Allison Street.   After discussion, the Board agreed to leave the address as 408 Ramsland Street. 

HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, met with the Board to report on highway department activities.  Western Construction completed the gravel crushing at the Helms Pit, but wasn’t completed until October 30, 2024.  Discussion was held on the bid specifications stating that the crushing would be completed by October 15, 2024 or a $500 per day fine may be assessed.  No action was taken by the Board on the missing of the deadline as a billing has not been received yet for the crushing.  


There has been a request for the installation of “Children Playing” signs at Ladner.  There is a 35 mile per hour speed limit through the area but the traffic is still going thru at a high rate of speed.   The Board approved the installation of the signs, with the understanding that the person requesting the signs are responsible for the cost of the signs and posts.  
CALL FOR BIDS


The Board directed the Auditor to call for bids for the following to be considered at 
9:30 AM on December 9, 2024: Concrete Culverts; Road Construction Machinery; Gravel Hauling; Ground Stabilizer; Gravel Crushing at the Latham Pit; Scranton Road Graveling Project; Stateline Road Graveling Project .
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LIQUOR LICENSE

Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to approve the Package (off-sale) Liquor License renewal for Vincent B. Tifft (Reva Store) and Retail (on-sale) Liquor and Package (off sale) Liquor license renewals for Crooked Creek #1 for 2024.  

EASEMENT


Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Helms and carried to sign the Right of Way Easement with West River Cooperative Telephone to install underground cable on property owned by Harding County to connect the new building (located in Block 9, Original Addition to Buffalo) to phone and internet. 
HOLIDAY


Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to declare November 29 (day after Thanksgiving) and December 24 (day before Christmas) a paid holidays for county employees.  The County Offices will be closed on November 28 and 29 for the Thanksgiving Holiday and December 24 and 25 for the Christmas Holiday. 

AIRPORT

Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Helms and carried to authorize Kathy Glines, Auditor, to sign the Grant Initiation Request for Federal Assistance for a planned project for this year (2025) and to sign the authorization for the FAA to transfer entitlement grant funds due to the County pursuing BIL funding.

OFFICE AND BOARD REPORTS

Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, reported that the window that was to be installed in the door going into his main office was not allowed to be installed due to it being glass.  Discussion was held on other security measures that could be done.  He agreed that putting a computer in the vault entry would solve the security concerns.  The Board asked him to pursue that method.  The Board approved the disposal of a 2020 48” TV monitor due to it no longer working. 

Sabo also discussed some live trapping that is being done on the fair grounds in Camp Crook, which is owned by the County.  The Board agreed that since permission was not granted that they would not allow any live traps or snare traps on the property.  


Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds, requested permission to purchase a new computer at the approximate cost of $1,306 from The Current Connection.  Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the purchase.


Misty Koan, Weed Supervisor, reported on the prairie dog control and enforcement that she is currently working on.   She reviewed the information that has been provided to the Weed and Pest Board as well as the mailings that have been sent to the various parties involved in the complaints.  A re-inspection of the properties will occur the end of November. 
 
Kathy Glines, Auditor; Melissa Breding, Treasurer and Kayal Ketelsen, Director of Equalization, also reported on office activities.
LIBRARY/EMT BUILDING


The Board reviewed the Rules of Use for the “training center” meeting room.   Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to adopt the rules of use.  The use of the room will be for only county related offices and boards and will be scheduled through the County Auditor’s office.   The rules will be sent to all of the offices and is available to the public for inspection at the Auditor’s office. 

TRANSFER OF RECORDS


Motion by Latham, seconded by Verhulst and carried to approve the transfer of farm records (FSA-179) for county owned land leased by Ray Gilbert. 

PLANNING AND ZONING


Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Latham and carried to appoint John Latham to a three year term on the Planning and Zoning Board to fill the position of Deb Brown, who has resigned from the Board. 

CANVAS OF VOTES


The Board canvased the votes of the November 5, 2024 General Election.   There were no errors found of the votes that were reported on election night.  The Board signed the certificate of abstract for the election.


This being the meeting where it is determined which precincts and races will be audited for the Post Election Audit, the Auditor conducted a random draw of five percent of the precincts in the County, which is one.   The Camp Crook Precinct was drawn for the audit.   This is also the time that the races to be audited are determined.  The Auditor conducted a random draw of one statewide race to be audited, which will be the Presidential race, and one other race, which will be Constitutional Amendment G.  The Post Election Audit will be conducted on November 14, 2024 at 1:00 PM and is open to the public.
