REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

March 17, 2022



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Carson, Nesladek, DeBoer, Mairose and Dozark.  Also present:  Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney, Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times, and Chad Pinkelman – Lake Francis Case Development Corporation.  No Conflicts of Interest were noted and no Public Comments.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve the minutes of 3-3-2022 minutes. 
All members voted aye.  Motion carried. 
PERSONNEL


Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve a $2,000 annual raise for the fulltime elected and appointed officials, (Auditor, Treasurer, Register of Deeds, Sheriff, States Attorney, Director of Equalization, Highway Superintendent)  $1,500 for the Emergency Manager (3/4 time); $1,000 for part time Deputy States Attorney and $600.00 for the Veteran Service Officer, effective March 29, 2022 payroll.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

LAWN CARE BIDS


Two bids were received for the Lawn Care for the Courthouse, Jail and Ag Building:  Little Man Mowing - $2,204.00 total for all areas and James Valley Landscaping, $2,608.89 total for all areas.  Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve Little Man Mowing for the Lawn Care Service.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.   

TUCKPOINTING BIDS


Two bids were received for Tuckpointing the Courthouse:  Doug Foley Construction and Skustad Tuckpointing.  Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to table awarding the bids until more information could be obtained regarding the bids.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve States Attorney Theresa Maule Rossow to attend the States Attorney Conference in Deadwood May 4 – 6, 2022.  Motel rates at $101.00/night for 3 nights.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
AMERICAN RESCUE PLAN FUNDS

              Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Nesladek seconded to allow Auditor Petrak to elect the final rule allowing counties to use up to $10 million of the ARPA Recovery Funds as “loss revenue” for the provision of general Governmental services without needing to use the Treasury revenue loss formula. HEALTH INSURANCE RATES

Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to renew the health insurance with Hawaii Mainland Administrators for the employee health insurance benefit and to renew with Principal Insurance for the dental, vision and life insurance benefit. The new rates for health insurance increased 23% over 2021 rates, dental, vision and life remained the same.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.   
OPERATING TRANSFER


Auditor Petrak advised the Board that the 911 Surcharges collected off of the phone lines of $1.25/line is no longer sufficient to cover the cost of the 911 contract with Mitchell Regional 911 Center for emergency calls.  Petrak advised that all the entities were advised of the shortage occurring in the 911 fund for the last two meetings.  Actual figures of the money needed to be collected from the entities was recently sent to the City of Chamberlain, Kimball, Pukwana and Oacoma to reimburse the fund and the amount that they owe figured on the population of their entities.  The loss of revenue is due to a decrease in phone lines.  The 911 contract that was signed for 5 years will increase 8% each year.  Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to transfer $11,820.91 from the General Fund into the 911 Fund for Brule County’s portion of the 911 contract.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
LAKE FRANCIS CASE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DUES


Chad Pinkelman was present if there were any questions regarding the partnership levels and benefits request sent out.  Pinkelman explained that a percentage of the budget is what is requested – Brule County’s portion would equal $10,000.  Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to table for 2022 and address this in our 2023 budgeting process.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
STEAMBOAT PHOTOS

The genealogy society asked permission to use the Steamboat Pictures on their site from the State Archives.  The State Archives advised that Brule County owned the photos (as they were donated by the King family to the Courthouse for display – unknown date) so permission had to be given by the Board.  The Board advised that they did not have a problem with the Genealogy Society using the photos.
