HIGHWAY

Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on activities that his department are working on.   The surface milling on the Ludlow road is completed and they will be moving to the Scranton Road.  


There has been a request made for a reduction of speed zone on a portion of the Clanton Road.  Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Latham and carried to change the speed limit on the first 2.5 miles of the Clanton road as it comes off Highway 20 and heads north/northwest.   The speed limit on the 2.5 miles will now be 35 miles per hour rather than 45 miles per hour like the rest of the road.  
NEW EMPLOYEES


The Board acknowledged the hiring of Isabella Sammons as seasonal assistant in the Director of Equalization office at the rate of $12.00 per hour.    


The Board acknowledged the hiring of Kara Koan as seasonal weed sprayer at the rate of $18.00 per hour.

OPERATING TRANSFER


Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Latham and carried to direct the Auditor to do an operating transfer in the amount of $300,000 from the General Fund Capital Accumulation Account (101/107),  that has been established for purpose of purchasing a motor grader, to Road and Bridge Fund cash (201/101). 
AIRPORT


The Board reviewed the Agreement for Professional Services with KLJ Engineering, LLC for the engineering and design of the airport wildlife to be installed at the airport.  The SDDOT and FAA have reviewed the Agreement and are satisfied that it meets all of the Federal and State requirements.


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to approve and authorize Chairman Helms to sign the Agreement for Professional Services with KLJ Engineering, LLC for Airport Project Number IIJA-3-46-0006-011-2025.

MALT BEVERAGE LICENSES


A public hearing was held at 11:30 AM, as advertised, for a Special Malt Beverage License for the Camp Crook Roping Club for August 15 and 17, 2025.  No one from the public was present for the Hearing.
