APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to approve the minutes of July 1 and 22, 2025 as presented.
HIGHWAY REPORT

 
Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on various activities in the highway department.   The maintenance employees are spot graveling and mowing road ditches as well as other general maintenance. 

Humbracht reported that one of the crew members will be retiring on August 29th and he would like to start advertising to fill the position, which was approved.

AIRPORT AERIAL SPRAYING PERMIT


The Board reviewed a permit for aerial spraying for people that use the airport for loading chemical for the purpose of doing aerial spraying.  The permit was suggested by the SD DOT when they did the last inspection of the airport, which is due to liability concerns if there was a chemical spill.


Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to adopt the Aerial Spraying Permit Form to be effective on January 1, 2026. 
USFS


Kurt Hansen, District Ranger for the Custer Gallatin National Forest, met with the Board to report on various activities that the USFS has been working on in the area.  Hansen is working on getting the Cooperative Road Agreement finalized and will try to have it ready for the Commissioners to approve at their September meeting. 
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SURPLUS PROPERTY


Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to declare the following Ambulance supplies as surplus property:  2-metal scoop stretchers; 1-oxygen bottle lift; 2-backboards with metal pieces; 2-Stryker cots (MX PRO R3) which will be returned to the supply company for credit to our account. 
MINERAL SEVERANCE FUNDING


Glines presented a history/information packet on the Mineral Severance funds that are received by the County.   Due to having new commissioners and most of the Board not having the knowledge of the funding, Glines felt it would be beneficial for them to have the information as it would give them a better understanding of the funding.  It was agreed that the School Board should also have access to the information as a percent of the funds go to the School District.   The Commissioners plan on meeting with the School Board at their next regular meeting, which will be held on August 13, 2025, to review the information and discuss the Mineral Severance funding. 
OFFICE REPORTS


Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff; Kathy Glines, Auditor; Melissa Breding, Treasurer; Kayla Ketelsen, Director of Equalization and Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds, reported on activities in their departments.


Laurie Elmore, 4-H advisor, discussed getting exhibits to the State Fair this year and discussed possible alternatives for getting them to the Fair.  The Board advised her that they would be willing to do a stipend to another county if she could arrange it so they could take them.   Elmore also stated that she might have to make a day trip to deliver and then a day trip to retrieve the exhibits if necessary.
BUILDING MAINTENANCE


Glines presented a list of various things that need to be fixed or maintained in the Courthouse, new annex building and outside grounds.  The Board has asked that she visit with all of the offices for any items that the staff felt needed attention.  After reviewing the list, it was agreed that Cody Holmes would be contacted about installing eavestroughs on the new annex building and asked Glines to contact Marcus Mueller about the rest of the items on the list.
