HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, met with the Board to report on highway department activities.  A Crisis Track training was held in cooperation with the Emergency Manager.  All of the highway maintenance members took the training and will continue working with the program to get more familiar with it. 

The Board instructed Humbracht to gravel and fix the haul road leading into the Craig Pass Pit.
