Highway Report
Benny Joe Schell, Highway Superintendent, briefed the commission on road conditions, highway employees started working summer hours, gravel crushing, new pickup arrived, and culvert inventory.  No action taken.

Sheriff’s Office
Sheriff Alan Dale was present to discuss giving Pierre Rescue and Central Divers a donation for their assistance with the search in Lake Oahe.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Hinsz, seconded by Bauer to donate $1500 to Central Divers and $1500 to Pierre Rescue.

Disaster Declaration Resolution

States Attorney Penfield presented the following disaster declaration resolution.  Following discussion and reading of the resolution, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Keller to adopt the following resolution:
RESOLUTION FOR DECLARATION OF
EMERGENCY/DISASTER

WHEREAS, Corson County, South Dakota, has suffered damage, brought on by two severe blizzards that brought rain and snow, on April 12th and April 21st, and 

WHEREAS, Corson County has committed available resources and taken all possible actions within the jurisdictional boundaries to combat and to alleviate the emergency/disaster and local resources are not adequate to cope with the situation, and

WHEREAS, Corson County continues to deal with livestock loss, and

WHEREAS, Corson County recognizes that rural electric cooperatives have taken all possible actions within the jurisdictional boundaries to combat and to alleviate the emergency/disaster, after sustaining damage causing wide spread electrical outages, and

WHEREAS, Corson County recognizes that some of our citizens of the agriculture community have sustained horrific livestock losses, adding to the economic impact of the storm, and

WHEREAS, Corson County recognizes that not only agriculture has been affected, but all businesses in the county as well, and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Corson County Board of County Commissioners for, and on behalf of the citizens of Corson County, request the Governor of the State of South Dakota to petition the President of the United States to declare Corson County, South Dakota an emergency/disaster area.
