All voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland, to approve the agenda with the following addition: 911 Update.
Sheriff’s Office

Sheriff Alan Dale informed the commission that Deputy Timothy McCartney has completed his probationary period and will be completing the academy on February 25th.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Sutherland to give Deputy McCartney a $0.50 raise upon successful completion of the academy.

Resignation

Sheriff Alan Dale informed the commission that Deputy Mark Bilben has resigned from his position effective January 31, 2022.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to accept the resignation of Mark Bilben effective January 31, 2022.
Discussion was held on advertising for another full-time deputy sheriff.  All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Bauer authorizing Sheriff Dale to advertise for a full-time Deputy Sheriff with a starting wage of $40,000.
911

Discussion was held on 911 dispatch issues with the Sheriff’s Department.  No action taken.
Highway Report
Benny Joe Schell, Highway Superintendent, briefed the commission on road conditions, blade repairs, and gravel hauling.  No action taken.
Discussion was held on purchasing a new blade.  Superintendent Schell will check to see what is available.

Travel Authorization
All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Hinsz authorizing Superintendent Schell to attend the Highway Short Court at Deadwood on March 21st – 23rd.
Cash Transfer

All voted in favor of a motion by Keller, seconded by Bauer to transfer $4114 cash from the general fund to the E911 fund to cover the 911 Coordinator wages and $175,000 from the general fund to the R&B fund.
SD Game and Fish
Kody Conlon was present to ask for a list of taxpayers in the county and if the commission would waive the fee.  Kody would like to send out a bulk mailing in regards to the services and programs that are available through SD Game & Fish.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to waive the fee for obtaining a list of taxpayers and addresses.
State Trapper Finn Sacrison gave an update on calls for service in Corson County and the trainings he provides.  No action taken.
Weed & Pest

Commissioner Bauer informed the Commission that the Weed & Pest Board is advertising for a full-time Weed & Pest Supervisor.  No action taken.

Central SD Enhancement District

David Reiss, Executive Director of the Central SD Enhancement District informed the commission of the services the District can provide to Corson County.  David informed the commission that they will need to appoint someone to be a member on the Central SD Enhancement District’s Board of Directors prior to the May meeting.  No action taken.

Redistricting

No one appeared for the public hearing for the Decennial Revision of Commissioner Districts.  Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to adopt the Plan 7B and the following resolution:
Resolution #2022 – 1 

A Resolution Reapportioning the Five Districts of Corson County, South Dakota

Be it hereby resolved by the Board of Commissioners, Corson County, South Dakota: 


The County is hereby divided into five districts, as illustrated on the map attached to this resolution and incorporated herein, included as Exhibit “A”, and which is described as follows. 

(A) First District.  The first district shall be the area of the county bounded on the west by Highway 63 and north by the county line beginning at South Dakota Highway 63 and continuing east to the eastern boundary of Corson County which eastern boundary being be the county line south to the Oak Creek, thence following the Oak Creek west to South Dakota Highway 1806 thence to 279th Avenue, thence north and west following the Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railroad to UNKNOWN ROAD, thence to 121st Street, thence west to U.S. Highway 12, thence along U.S. Highway 12 to 6th Street East, thence to the City Limits of the City of McLaughlin, thence north to U.S. Highway 12, thence west along U.S. Highway 12 to the McLaughlin City Limits, thence north following the city limits thence east following McLaughlin City Limits to South Dakota Highway 63, thence north to the North Dakota State line.
(B) Second District.  The second district shall be the area of the county bounded on the north by the county line/state line beginning at 237th Avenue east to South Dakota Highway 63, thence south to City of McLaughlin City Limits, thence west following the McLaughlin City limits wherein it goes south to 1st Street, thence west to 5th Avenue West, thence south to 5th Street, thence east to McLaughlin City Limits thence meeting the City of McLaughlin City Limits and  following said limits to South Dakota Highway 63, thence south to 115th Street, thence west to 256th Avenue, thence north to  113th Street thence west three miles, thence north 1.2 miles, thence west one mile, thence north 2.8 miles, thence west 6 miles, thence south 6 miles, thence .5 miles west, thence following the Grand River to where it meets South Dakota Highway 65, thence northwest .5 mile, thence north three miles, thence west 5 miles, thence north to 109th street, thence east to 235th Avenue, thence north to U.S. Highway 12, thence east to 237th Avenue, thence north to the North Dakota State line.
(C) Third District.  The third district shall be the area of the county bounded on the north by the county/state line beginning at the county’s northwest corner and extending east to 237th avenue, thence south to U.S. Highway 12 thence west to 235th Avenue, thence south to 109th Street, thence west two miles, thence south six miles, thence east 5 miles, thence south to the Grand River and following the Grand River to a point .6 miles east of 245th Avenue, thence straight east .4 miles, thence north to 109th Street, thence east six miles, thence south 2.5 miles, thence east .9 miles and south to 113th Street, thence east to 256th Avenue, thence south 8 miles, thence west 5 miles, thence south following 251st Avenue to the Dewey County line, the southern boundary to be the county line between Corson, Dewey and Ziebach Counties, the western boundary to be the county line between Corson and Perkins Counties.
(D) Fourth District.  The fourth district shall be the area of the county beginning where U.S. Highway 12 intersects with the City of McLaughlin’s city limits and follow U.S. Highway 12 to the City Limits and follow said city limits to its southeast corner, thence west along the City Limits of the City of McLaughlin to 5th Street thence west to 5th Avenue West, thence north to 1st Street, thence east to City of McLaughlin City Limits, thence north to U.S. Highway 12.
(E) Fifth District.  The fifth district shall be the area of the county beginning at the intersection South Dakota Highway 63 and the City of McLaughlin City Limits, thence east following McLaughlin City Limits to 6th Street, thence east to U.S. Highway 12, thence following U.S. Highway 12 to 121st Street, thence east 4 miles and following UNKNOWN road to the Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railroad, thence east following the Burlington Northern Santa Fe Railroad to South Dakota 1806, thence south to the Oak Creek, thence to the eastern boundary of Corson County, thence south to the Dewey County Line, thence west to 251st  Avenue, thence north 12 miles, thence 5 miles east, thence north 6 miles, thence east to South Dakota Highway 63, thence North to the City Limits of the City of McLaughlin.
