Auditor Bertolotto presented a Right-of-Way Easement from West River Cooperative Telephone Company (WRCTC). Following discussion, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Hinsz authorizing Chairman Nehl to sign the WRCTC Right-of-Way Easement.

Grandstand Cover/Door Installation Bids

No bids were received for the grandstand cover and door installation at the fair grounds.  Consensus was to readvertise for bids.

Weed & Pest

Commissioner Bauer discussed the possibility of sharing a Weed & Pest Supervisor with Perkins County. Sheriff’s Office Intern Program

Sheriff Dale presented information on a Law Enforcement Agencies Intern Program that City of Mobridge and surrounding counties are wanting to participate in.  The program would be a paid internship for kids from Lake Area Tech School in Watertown to come out and do ride alongs with the different Law Enforcement Agencies in hopes of recruiting these individuals to work in our area.  Consensus of the board was to have Corson County Sheriff’s office participate in the Intern Program.

Highway Safety Grant

Sheriff Dale presented information on the Highway Safety Grant and what the allowable expenses are for grant reimbursement.  One of the allowable reimbursement expenses is paying over time for Sheriff’s office employees.  After consulting with the States Attorney, all voted in favor of a motion by Bauer, seconded by Sutherland to allow overtime pay for Sheriff’s office employees when conducting Highway Safety Activities that exceed 173 hours per month and are reimbursable by the Highway Safety Grant.
Personnel Handbook Addition

Morristown Precinct #13:  Beginning at the Northwest corner at the Perkins/Corson/ND State Line boundaries east to 227th Avenue, then south to 115 street, then west to 226th Avenue, then south to the Dewey/Corson County boundary.

McIntosh Precinct #11:  Beginning at 227th Avenue east along the Corson County/ND Border to 256th Avenue, then south to 113th Street, then west to 253rd Avenue, then 1.2 miles north, then west to 252nd Avenue, then north to 109th Street, then west to 246th Avenue, then south to the grand river, then follow the grand river west 1 mile, then south to 121st street, then east to 251st Avenue, then south to the Corson/Dewey County Border, then west following the Dewey/Corson County Border to 226th Avenue.

Ridgeland Precinct #14:  Beginning at the intersection of 251st Avenue and 121st Street, then east to 256th Avenue, then south to 122nd Street, then east to 270th Avenue, then south 127th Street, then east to the Corson County Boundary, following the Corson County boundary south to the Corson County/Dewey County Border, then follow the Corson/Dewey County Border east to 251st Avenue, then north to 121st Street. 

Kenel Precinct #5:  Beginning at the Corson County/ND Border at 276th Avenue, then following the Corson County Border east and then south to 115th Street, then west to 276th Avenue, then north to the Corson County/ND Border.

Wakpala Precinct #12:  Beginning at the intersection of 275th Avenue and 115th Street, then east to the Corson County Border, then follow said border south to 127th Street, then west to 275th Avenue, then north to 115th Street.
