Minutes of Proceedings


A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman Charles Verhulst on May 17, 2022 at 9:00 AM with members William Clarkson, Matt DeBow, John Helms and Dean Wagner present, as well as County Auditor Kathy Glines.  None absent.
ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve the Commissioner minutes of April 5 and 19, 2022 as presented. 


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the Board of Equalization minutes of April 12 and 19, 2022 as presented.

HIGHWAY

Brad Bowers, Highway Superintendent, reported on activities that his department are working on.   

Discussion was held on the 2022 and 2023 road plans and any adjustments that might need to be made.  


DeBow reported that he had been contacted by the Camp Crook Roping Club requesting the replacement of a culvert on the road from the Fair grounds to the rodeo arena.  The culvert is an 18” and has caved in.   They are asking that the County provide the culvert and do the dirt work and also asked if it could be completed by the Fathers Day Rodeo on June 19, 2022.  Discussion was held about whether the County was responsible for the road as it is past the Fair Grounds.  It was agreed that it was not the County’s responsibility to provide the culvert and dirt work so the request was denied.   DeBow also relayed concerns he has heard about the condition of the Dillon Road and that there is an autogate that needs to be cleaned.   It is Board policy that the individual who owns the autogate needs to notify the Highway Superintendent and furnish a person to help clean.   DeBow will contact the person and make sure they are aware of the procedure.

Motion by Helms, seconded by Verhulst and carried to authorize the Chairman to sign the Road Striping Agreement with the SDDOT for striping approximately 19.10 miles of road for Harding County.
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ROAD/ROW APPLICATION


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Clarkson and carried to approve the application from Hjort Ranch, LLP for the placement of a waterline in two locations under the Collins Road in Sections 17 in Township 16, Range 2.

ROAD HEARING


The Board conducted a public hearing at 9:30 as advertised to consider the re-designation of certain roads on the County Primary Road System being re-designated as Secondary Roads.  No one from the public was in attendance at the hearing.   It is stressed that the designation change will not change any of the maintenance on the roads and that the designation change is strictly to access Rural Access funding that has been made available by the State of South Dakota and can only be used for small structure repair or replacement on Secondary roads. 

Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson to adopt the following Resolution:  Roll Call Vote:  Clarkson-yes; DeBow-no; Helms-yes; Wagner-yes; Verhulst-yes.

WHEREAS, Harding County would like to modify its Highway System due to the Review of the primary county highway system


WHEREAS, the changes in Harding County’s Highway System are in accordance with the South Dakota Department of Transportation’s “Policy and Procedures for County Highway Systems Revisions” adopted 6/18/2009 and SDCL 31-12-2.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Harding County Board of Commissioner that the following changes be made to the Harding County Highway System.
Delete from the Primary County Highway System:

1.  Hungerford Rd.



approximately 4.071 miles

Starting at the southeast corner of section 14, T21N, R7E at the intersection of Lincoln Road, then north approximately 4.071 miles to the intersection of Ludlow Road.

2.  Norbeck Rd.



approximately 4.018 miles

Starting at the southeast corner of section 16, T21N, R8E at the intersection of Lincoln Road, then north approximately 4.018 miles to the northeast corner of section 33 T22N R8E at the intersection of Ludlow Road.

3.  Ralph Rd.




approximately 4.009 miles

Starting at the southeast corner of section 13, T21N, R5E at the intersection of Lincoln Road, then north approximately 4.009 miles to the northeast corner of section 36 T22N R8E at the intersection of Ludlow Road.

4.  Carlson Rd.




approximately 4.266 miles

Starting at the northeast corner of section 32, T22N, R9E at the intersection of Ludlow Road, then southwesterly approximately 4.266 miles to the intersection of Lincoln Road.

5.  Abelseth Rd.



approximately 2.354 miles

Starting approximately 450 ft north of the northwest corner of section 2, T20N, R9E at the intersection of SD 79, then east approximately 1.844 miles to the county line.

6.  E6 Rd.




approximately 3.00 miles

Starting at the southwest corner of section 2, T19N, R5E at the intersection of Lyons Road, then east approximately 3.00 miles. 

7. Gilbert Hett Rd.



approximately 14.700 miles

Starting approximately 892 ft. north of the northeast corner of section 19, T18N, R5E at the intersection of US 85, then westerly approximately 14.700 miles to the intersection of Harding Road.
8. Mackey Rd.



approximately 14.219 miles

Starting approximately 175 ft. south of the northwest corner of section 24, T17N, R2E at the intersection of Harding Road, then east and southeasterly approximately 14.219 
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miles to the intersection of US 85.

9. Collins Rd.




approximately 8.843 miles

Starting at the northwest corner of section 14 T16N, R1E at the intersection of South Camp Crook Road, then east and southeasterly approximately 8.843 miles to the intersection of Harding Road.

10. Dillon Rd.




approximately 13.239 miles

Starting at the northeast corner of section 6, T15N, R5E at the intersection of US 85, then westerly approximately 13.239 miles to the intersection of Harding Road.

11. Laflin Rd.




approximately 5.548 miles

Starting at the northeast corner of section 21, T15N, R8E at the intersection of Marty Road, then north and northwesterly approximately 5.548 miles to the intersection of SD 79.

The routes are being deleted from the primary county highway system and are being added to the county secondary system.

WEED AGREEMENT


Kurt Hansen and Denise Zolnoski, US Forest Service and Misty Koan, County Weed Supervisor, presented the Modification of the US Forest Service Agreement #21-PA-11011100-010 which increases the amount of funding to the County to $8000 for weed control reimbursement on US Forest Service property.  Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson and carried to sign the agreement modification.

EQUIPMENT REQUESTS


Bowers requested permission to purchase two new mobile analog radios and two computer tablets to use for road inventory.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve the requests.

Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, requested permission to purchase a 2022 2500 Tradesman Crew Cab 4 x4 pickup from Juneks for a total price of $54,874.00 which includes running boards, remote start and thunderstruck bumpers.  Estimated delivery date would be 8 months.  Sabo also presented other quotes that he has received.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the purchase of the 2022 Pickup from Juneks in the amount of $54,874.

Sabo also asked permission to purchase a battery backup for office computer in the amount of $130.74, which was approved. 
VOTING DELEGATE

Charles Verhulst was appointed the voting delegate for Harding County at the Grand Electric Annual meeting to be held on June 3, 2022. 

EMPLOYEES


Bowers reported that he has hired Stuart Guptill as a seasonal employee at the rate of 
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$15.00 per hour.  He is still looking to hire one more seasonal employee.

Koan reported that she has hired Karlin Teigen as a non-experienced seasonal weed sprayer at the rate of $14.00 per hour.

Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson and carried to increase the pay of Deputy Sheriff Henry Head from $38,000 to $40,000 annually, effective May 1, 2022, due to becoming a SD Certified Law Enforcement Officer. 
AIRPORT


The Board reviewed the Capital Improvement Plan for the Airport for 2022.  No projects are scheduled for 2022.


Motion by Helms, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the request for FAA approval for the Agreement for Transfer of Entitlements in the amount of $70,264 to the State of South Dakota to be used by other airports in the state that are in need of funding.

Motion by Wagner, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve the transfer of Lease Agreement for a hanger located on County Owned property at the airport.   The lease is being transferred from Wade Bail or Kelly Bail to PR Aeronautics, LLC (Roger Gunderson).

SDPAA CYBER PROGRAM


The SD Public Assurance Alliance has created a Cyber Credit Program for its members and have a three tier program that needs to be followed in order to receive monetary credits.  Once of the tiers requires that the County designate a “cyber representative” for their entity who would be a point of contact.

Motion by DeBow, seconded by Helms and carried to appoint Kathy Glines as the cyber representative for Harding County.
