June 9, 2022

A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman Charles Verhulst on June 9, 2022 at 9:00 AM with members William Clarkson,  Matt DeBow, John Helms and Dean Wagner present as well has County Auditor Kathy Glines.  None absent.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the minutes of May 17, 2022 as presented.
ATTENDANCE


In attendance at the meeting were Kurt Hansen, Jeremy Humbracht, Wyatt Sabo, Melissa Breding, Sue Litzel, Brenda Kari, Laurie Elmore. 
HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Department, reported on highway activities.  Discussion was held on the condition of the roads in the County. 

Kurt Hansen, US Forest Service, presented the gravel permit for the Craig Pass pit that allows the County to crush and remove gravel.  Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson and carried to sign Contract Number MM-22-011183-002 with Custer Gallatin National Forest for 50,000 cubic yards of gravel crushing.

ROAD/ROW AND AUTOGATE


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the application from Consolidated Telcom for the placement of a utility line under the Stateline Road in Section 21 in Township 23, Range 8.


Humbracht presented an application to move an autogate on the Moreau River Loop road.  Clanton Inc. and Grubbing Hoe Ranch, Inc. are requesting that an existing autogate be moved to a new location in Section 26, Township 16, Range 5.  The price of the autogate and installation will be adjusted to reflect that a new autogate will not be needed.  Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson to approve the request and the price adjustment.

BID ACCEPTED


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Clarkson and carried to accept the bid of Loiseau Construction, Inc. for Grinding with Additive Injection and Lay Back Process in the amount of $ .92 per square yard and $2500 Mobilization In.   The bid has been awarded by Marshall County in March 2022 and Harding County is utilizing the bid. 
EMPLOYEE ANNIVERSARY

The Board acknowledged the one year anniversary of employment of Jim Blaha, highway crew member, as of June 14, 2022 and an increase of pay rate to $17.64 per hour.

MALT BEVERAGE LICENSES

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the Retail (on-off sale) Malt Beverage and SD Farm Wine license renewals for 2022-2023 for Vince Tifft (Reva Store); Olson Fuels, LLC and Buffalo Golf Association.  Due to the licenses being renewals no public hearing was held.
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CANVAS OF VOTES

The Board canvassed the votes of the June 7, 2022 Primary election and found no changes to the abstract of votes presented by the Auditor.

Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff; Melissa Breding, Treasurer; Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds; and Laurie Elmore, 4-H Advisor, reported on activities in their respective offices.  


Brenda Kari, Director of Equalization, asked permission to use leave without pay before she has to use her Annual Leave time.  The request was denied.  Kari also reported that she has hired Janelle Head as a temporary employee to assist with in the field assessments.  Ms. Head is also a part time employee in the States Attorney’s office and is limited to 16 hours per week for those duties.  It was agreed that Ms. Head will be paid temporary wages ($9.95 per hour) for the hours she works for the Director of Equalization office.
