Minutes of Proceedings

July 5, 2022

A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman Charles Verhulst on July 5, 2022 at 9:00 AM with members William Clarkson, Matt DeBow, John Helms and Dean Wagner present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Helms, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the minutes of June 9 and 28, 2022 as presented. 
ATTENDANCE


In attendance at the meeting were Brad Bowers, Jeremy Humbracht, Wyatt Sabo, Sue Litzel, Kara Koan, Misty Koan, Melissa Breding, Brenda Kari and Laurie Elmore.
HIGHWAY REPORT


Discussion was held on the work being done on the Table Mountain Road.   A lift of gravel is being added, which will then have a ground stabilizer milled into it.  Clarkson reported that he has been contacted by Tim and Tracy Brown about the dust.  They have requested that the County not grind the chip seal in front on their ranch headquarters to help control the dust.


Motion by Clarkson to leave a one-third mile stretch on the Table Mountain Road thru the Tim Brown ranch headquarters as chip seal and not grind, add gravel and stabilizer to that portion of the road for dust control purposes.   The Chairman declared that the motion had died due to a lack of a second.   


Brad Bowers, Highway Superintendent, reported that the lift of gravel on the Table Mountain Road is almost complete and it will be milled and have stabilizer added.  The milling is scheduled for August.  Bowers also advised the Board that they have taken the Bob Cat back in for repairs and have been advised that parts are not available for it any more.  

Motion by DeBow, seconded by Helms and carried to sign Agreement PH 8032(06), PCN 04LD with the SD Department of Transportation for evaluation of new signs, existing signs and posts on participating roads at no cost to the County. 
NEW EMPLOYEE


The Board acknowledged the hiring of Mary Cramer as of June 28, 2022 as Deputy Register of Deeds at the starting hourly wage of $13.85.

GASOLINE AND DIESEL FUEL


Motion by Wagner, seconded by DeBow and carried to accept the proposal for gasoline and diesel fuel for purchases made July 1through December 31, 2022:


Olson Fuels:


Gasoline - $ .10 off per gallon


Clear Diesel - $ .05 off per gallon


Tank Wagon - $ .05 off per gallon

SHERIFF VEHICLE


The County has been advised that the Sheriff’s vehicle that they had agreed to purchase from Juneks at the May 17, 2022 meeting was no longer available and the down 
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payment check in the amount of $1000 was returned.  Sabo presented the Board with 
information on a 2022 Ram 2500 that is available at Scott Peterson Motors for $43,374.   The vehicle has hail damage and the rear window and side mirrors need to be replaced.  Scott Peterson has advised that they will replace the window and side mirrors as part of the purchase price.  They will not repair any of the hail dents.  The vehicle will still have a full warranty.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to purchase the 2022 Ram 2500 Tradesman Crew Cab Pickup from Scott Peterson Motors for $43,374.00.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Wagner and carried to go into Executive Session at

10:30 AM for personnel discussion.   The Board came out of Executive Session at 11:00 AM.

FIRE RESTRICTION AND CLOSURE PLAN

The Board reviewed and discussed the Miles City Area Fire Restriction and Closure Plan that the various Agencies, tribes and counties have adopted to provide for a coordination and decision making process in the event that fire restrictions are imposed.  Motion by Helms, seconded by DeBow to sign the Fire Restrictions and Closure Plan for the Miles City Area for 2022-2027.   Roll Call Vote:  Clarkson-yes; DeBow-no; Helms-yes; Wagner-no; Verhulst-no.  Motion failed 3 to 2.
MALT BEVERAGE HEARING


The Board conducted a Public Hearing for the Application for Special Retail (on-Sale) Malt Beverage License for the Camp Crook Roping Club.   No one from the public was in attendance at the hearing.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the Special Malt Beverage License for the Camp Crook Roping Club for August 19 & 21, 2022.

COPIER COSTS


Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds, met with the Board regarding the price that is charged to the public for using the copier machine.  Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson and carried to set the rate for colored copies at $ .30 for black and white copies and $1.00 for colored copies plus applicable sales tax on each.  Rates will be effective as of July 5, 2022.
COURTHOUSE HOURS

The Board reviewed the Courthouse hours policy as there has been some confusion on the wording.  Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson to make the following changes, effective immediately, to the policy with underline being added language and strikethrough being deleted language:
COURTHOUSE HOURS


The hours of operation for the administrative offices of the Auditor (except as provided for elections), Treasurer, Register of Deeds, Director of Equalization, Highway/Weed and Sheriff shall be from 7:30 AM to 12:00 noon and 12:30 PM to 5:00 PM Monday thru Thursday and from 7:30 AM to 11:30 AM on Friday of each week, except of those days declared legal holidays or as given by the Board of Harding County Commissioners. All of the Courthouse Offices The Auditor, Treasurer and Register of Deeds offices will remain open until 5:00 PM on the last working day in April and October, if it is a Friday, to accommodate customers for property tax collection purposes. The Extension 4-H office and the States Attorney’s Office will be open within the established Courthouse hours for the hours allocated for their office and will be open on days as posted by the office door.  The Veteran Service Officer, or Veteran Services Claims Assistant, shall have an established

day per week that they will be in the office. No Courthouse offices will be open from 12:00 noon to 12:30 PM Monday thru Friday.
