REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

June 9, 2022



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Carson, Nesladek, DeBoer, Mairose and Dozark.  Also present:  Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.  No Conflicts of Interest were noted and no Public Comments.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the minutes of 5-19-22 minutes.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
CANVAS ELECTION


The Board of Brule County Commissioners convened as the Election Canvassing Board.  The Board canvassed the votes from the June 7, 2022 Primary Election.  Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded that the vote was found to be the same as the unofficial tally.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.   Voter turnout for Brule County was 40%.  Board adjourned as canvassing board and reconvened as Board of Brule County Commissioners.

PERSONNEL


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to approve the following 4H members to assist in the Extension Office $11.50/hour:  Swayze and Shayda Ness, Dusty and Swade Reis, Isabelle Mairose, Taya Chelmo and Ryann Grussing.  The hours will be flexible and only one student at a time in the office – 20 hours/week.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Nesladek seconded to approve a .50/hour increase to Mark Bilben, Deputy Sheriff, as he has passed his probationary period, effective May 8, 2022.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to accept the resignation of Karalynn Yost from the Jail effective 6-2-2022.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to approve a .50/hour increase to Alyssa King, Deputy Auditor as she has passed her probationary period.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.    

TRAVEL

Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to approve Clint Soulek and Desiree Wranek, Assessor to attend the SDAAO/NCRAAO Conference in Deadwood June 26 – 30, 2022.  Four nights motel @$119.00/night for 2 people plus meals.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

DISTRICT III DUES


Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to continue the membership with District III Planning and Development of Yankton.  Dues will be $13,904.00 for 2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – SIREN UPGRADE


Emergency Manager Katheryn Benton presented a bill for $1800.00 to Frontline, an annual fee to have 24/7 trouble shooting, all upgrades to the sirens and be able to remote into the system.    Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to pay the annual fee.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
HIGHWAY REPORT


Highway Superintendent Michael Schlaffman met with the Board to discuss the budget for 2023.  Schlaffman advised that the chip sealing equipment is very old and was wondering if he should budget to look for newer equipment or to hire the chip sealing out.  Schlaffman advised that the County cost to do one mile is $18,400/mile (product only) and approximately $23,000/mile (includes all product and labor) and would free up the workers to continue to blade, mow etc instead of only chip sealing for weeks and no other work being done.  Commissioners advised to do a comparison of the equipment needed, costs involved, other jobs that will be done if not chip sealing etc

SHERIFF REPORT


Sheriff Darrell Miller met with the Board regarding the Dodge police vehicles that they are currently utilizing; Miller advised that all of the Dodges have had the CV axels replaced, Bilben’s has had to have the 4 wheel drive transfer case replaced and Power’s vehicle is using oil and it would be around $10,000 to replace the motor (has 200,000 + miles).  Miller advised that in 2023 we are scheduled to replace Power’s vehicle, but was wondering if they should look at replacing more than just the one.  Commissioner said that they would look at this during the budgeting process and see what vehicles would be available on the State bid page.    
OUTLOT 8 SANITARIUM ADDITION - CHAMBERLAIN

A weed complain on the Outlot 8 in the Sanitarium Addition of Chamberlain was logged with the Highway Department.  In researching how the County obtained the property and if it was indeed owned by Brule County, it was determined that a portion of Outlot 8 is owned by the railroad property and a portion is the Counties.  Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Nesladek seconded to surplus the property, get appraisals and sell by sealed bid.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

POOR RELIEF


Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to authorize Deputy States Attorney Koch to accept the proposal from Avera Hospital of $28,019.12 to pay for 4 hospital bills and to release several others that are old and individuals are deceased and unable to determine eligibility.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Nesladek seconded to enter executive session at 9:32 am to discuss poor relief and personnel matters.  Executive Session declared over at 9:49 am.
