HIGHWAY


Brad Bowers and Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Department, presented maps to the Board that showed the average daily vehicle count on various county maintained roads. Bowers also presented information on costs of various brands of skid steer loaders for the Board to review.  
WEED CONTROL

Misty Koan, Weed Supervisor, reported that the Ventenata weed has been discovered on Forest Service land in Harding County.    This is the first report of the weed being found in South Dakota.  Koan reviewed the plan that has been developed with the Forest Service to control the weed.   Spraying will be completed tomorrow and all equipment will be washed down before leaving the area.   Information about the weed is available by contacting Koan and she has also put together a weed control packet that is available to the public and is available in the Weed office.

BLACK HILLS COUNCIL


Jennifer Sietsema, Black Hills Council of Local Governments, presented the annual report for the Council, which Harding County is a member of.  Sietsema also reviewed the various services that the Council provides to local government and the assistance that they give for grants.
BIKE RACKS


Mary Blaha presented information on bike racks for the courthouse.  The need for the racks was discussed.  The Board will review the information presented and asked that it be placed on the August agenda for consideration.
