COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

AUGUST 2, 2022

A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairman Charles Verhulst on August 2, 2022 with members William Clarkson, Matt DeBow, John Helms and Dean Wagner present as well as County Auditor Kathy Glines.  

ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the minutes of July 5 and 19, 2022 as presented.
LIBRARY


Vicki Anderson, Librarian, presented a listing of withdrawn books for the Board to approve.   The listing of 395 books will be offered on the book sale.   Motion by Helms, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve the listing of 395 books to be withdrawn from the library.   


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to declared 3 bean bags, computer docking station, paper cutter and four desk chairs as surplus property for disposal and allow for the sale a box of bean bag filler.


Motion by Helms, seconded by Verhulst and carried to sign a two year lease agreement with Home Place Rentals in the amount of $23,275.20 per year ($1,939.60 per month) for the library facilities.   Lease is from September 1, 2022 thru August 31, 2024.

HIGHWAY REPORT


Christian and Don Hammond, Brosz Engineering, presented the Board with the Bridge Inspection report.  Sixteen bridges were inspected with only two bridges coming back as questionable, which means they have a sufficiency rating of less than 75%.   They did not change the load limits on the two bridges and felt that there were a few years of life left in them but wanted the Board aware of the long term need for replacement. 

Brad Bowers, Highway Superintendent, reported on various activities in the highway department.   Bowers and Jeremy Humbracht will be attending certification class in Pierre on August 10.   Gravel crushing is scheduled to start on the Helms pit next week. 

Bowers and Humbracht visited with the Board about hiring another full time maintenance crew member due to upcoming retirements.  They have only filled one of the two seasonal positions.  The Board approved them advertising for and hiring one more full time employee.

Corey Irons, Tim Brown, Chad Nelson, Tim Olson, Dave Stearns, Dave Tilus and Tate Gress visited with the Board about the construction on the Table Mountain Road.  They expressed concerns about the dust since a lift of gravel has been added.  Humbracht explained that the road will be ground and a base stabilizer will be added that should eliminate most of the dust.  The contractor that does the grind should be on site within the next couple of weeks.  A time table of the construction on the road was also discussed, as well as the construction plans for the balance of the 797 road. 
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SKID STEER


The Board reviewed the quotes for a new skid steer for the Highway Department.  Parts are no longer available for the skid steer that the department currently has.


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to purchase a 2022 JCB 3TS8W from DMI Diesel Machinery for $87,550.  Price is based off of Sourcewell Contract #040319-JCB.

Motion by Helms, seconded by DeBow and carried to authorize the Auditor to order two bike racks for the courthouse at the cost of $43.99 each.

NRCS OFFICE


Andrea Collins and Camra Miller with the NRCS office reported that the Heart H Partnership is asking permission to construct a half mile of fence on County owned land that they lease in the W2 of Section 17, Township 18, Range 1.   The fence would be along the section line in common with Sections 17 and 20.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve construction of the fence and to authorize the Chairman to sign the necessary paperwork.  
OFFICE REPORTS


Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff; Melissa Breding, Treasurer and Brenda Kari, Director of Equalization, reported on activities in their departments.

Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds reported that the black and white copier that was received from the school has a cracked drum and is not usable but she would like to keep in the office for salvage parts.  There has been repairs made on the colored copier and it appears to be operational. 

Laurie Elmore, 4-H advisor, reported that she is planning on taking exhibits to the State Fair this year and asked permission for expenses to be covered (parking pass, mileage and meals).  She is planning on staying with family in Aberdeen so there will be mileage to Huron to drop of exhibits, then mileage to Aberdeen.  There will be one night of motel costs as well as meals on the travel days.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the travel costs.
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INVENTORY 


The Board acknowledged the receipt of two copier machines from the Harding County 31-1 School District.  One of the machines is a Kyocera colored copier Serial #TA5551CI and was purchased by the School in June 2015 at the original cost of $14,190.  The second machine is a Kyocera black and white copier purchased by the School in December 2015 at the original cost of $9,080.   This machine will be inventoried as no value as it is not in working condition.
