APPROVE MINUTES

Currently the Courthouse roof is leaking along the northeast corner of the lower roof and there is a standing water issue on the southern portion of the lower courthouse roof.  Discussion was held on the different repairs that could be done.  Commissioner Nesladek moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to repair the leak on the northeast corner of the Courthouse roof, until a decision can be made regarding bidding on the rest of the roof repairs. GO RAIL


Brett Sebastian with Go Rail did a presentation via Zoom regarding grant money that is available to improve various areas of the railroad.  This is a 3 year allocation with money available to be distributed over a 5 year spread to improve grade crossings, railway-highway crossings, safety projects and several other areas along the railroads.  

OPIOD SETTLEMENT


Brule County was notified that it would receive funding from the recent opiod settlement in the amount of $4,151.41.  The money is to be used for opioid treatment and rehabilitation or training of first responders.  No action taken.
