APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the minutes of August 2, 2022 as presented. 
HIGHWAY

Brad Bowers, Highway Superintendent, and Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Maintenance, reported on highway activities.  

Bowers advised the Board that he will be retiring on October 31, 2022.  An Open House will be held on October 31, 2022.

OPIOID SETTLEMENT


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson and carried to sign the Memorandum of Agreement with the SD Department of Social Services for the SD Opioid Settlement.   Harding County will receive $320.32 for year one of the settlement. 

MILEAGE RATE


The State of South Dakota has raised the Per Diem Rates which includes mileage reimbursements rates.  The current rate for mileage reimbursement is $ .42 per mile.

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to set the mileage allowance for all County Officials, employees and any person reimbursed by the County at the rate of fifty one cents ($ .51) per mile per the increase by the State, effective September 1, 2022.
EMPLOYEE INSURANCE


Risty Benefits has contacted the Auditor and requested permission to quote a health insurance plan to the County.   In order to prepare the quote they would need access to employee records and data.   Motion by DeBow, seconded by Wagner to deny the request.
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The Auditor presented information from SD Department of Public Safety offering a grant program that would financially support the county for the emergency management program (Local Emergency Management Performance Grant).   Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Wagner and carried to not participate in the grant program.

EQUIPMENT REQUEST

Kathy Glines, Auditor, requested permission to purchase a new printer for her office.  The current printer has had 98,271 copies ran thru it.  A new printer which is similar to the existing printer costs $1,989.   Motion by DeBow, seconded by Verhulst and carried to approve the purchase of the printer.

OFFICE REPORTS

The Sheriff’s office, Weed Office, Treasurer, Register of Deeds and Auditor all reported on activities in their respective offices.


Sabo requested permission for him and his Deputy to attend training in Belle Fourche at the cost of $79.99 per person, which was granted.   He will also be attending the SD Sheriff’s Association Conference in Aberdeen in October.


Henry Head, Deputy Sheriff, and Jannell Head visited with the Board about being allow to live outside the city limits of the Town of Buffalo.  The current law enforcement contract requires the Deputy to live in Buffalo.  Head’s have found a place that is approximately 14 miles from Buffalo, of which 3 miles is off of the main road and would like the County to agree to changing the contract with the Town of Buffalo.  The Board advised them that the Town would also have to be willing to change the contract and the County would have to discuss it further as to whether he would be allowed to drive the Sheriff’s vehicle to his residence.  No further discussion was held on the matter at this time.

VOTING DELEGATE


Matt DeBow was appointed the voting delegate for Harding County at the West River Cooperative Telephone Company annual meeting to be held on October 3, 2022.
