COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

NOVEMBER 10, 2022

A regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairman Charles Verhulst on November 10, 2022 with members William Clarkson, Matthew DeBow, John Helms and Dean Wagner present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor.   
ATTENDANCE


In attendance at the meeting during the day were: Jeremy Humbracht, Wyatt Sabo, Melissa Breding, Will Henderson, Jason Hanson (via phone), Brain Teller and Misty Koan.
MINUTES APPROVED


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the minutes of October 11, 2022 as presented. 
HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, met with the Board to report on highway department activities.  Discussion was held on a culvert on the Table Mountain Road that has the bottom rusted out.  There is no place for a easy detour around the culvert for replacement and Humbracht has checked on prices for inserting a sleeve into it, which would be approximately $75,000.  The culvert is 36” x 160’ and under several feet of overburden. Motion  by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to put a sleeve liner in the culvert rather than doing a replacement. 

Humbracht also visited with the Board about purchasing a large screen smart TV for the shop to use as a computer monitor for training.  SDPAA and SDML Worker Compensation has numerous on line training films available for free which could be utilized for staff training.  The Board authorized Humbracht to purchase the item not to exceed $750 and with the understanding that it will be used for training purposes only.

CALL FOR BIDS


The Board directed the Auditor to call for bids for the following to be considered at 
9:30 AM on December 6, 2022: Concrete Culverts; Road Construction Machinery; Gravel Hauling; Ground Stabilizer and Contract Patrol Hire.
AIRPORT

Will Henderson, Airport Manager, and Jason Hanson, Brosz Engineering (via phone) discussed the amount of wildlife that has been on the runways and around the airport.  Discussion was held on installing a wildlife fence to prevent them from accessing the airport.  Hanson advised the Board that it is an eligible project for federal funding, with the total cost to the County being 6.5% of the project.   The Board asked Hanson to do a pre-application for the project that will be considered by the Board at the December 6 meeting.
ORDINANCE


The Board conducted the first reading of Ordinance Number 2022-01 entitled “An ordinance authorizing a joint cooperative agreement for North Central Regional 911 Center and establishing County positions for a committee member”.   No one from the public was in attendance for the reading.  The second reading of the Ordinance will be held on December 6, 2022. 
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LIQUOR LICENSE

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve the Package (off-sale) Liquor License renewal for Vincent B. Tifft (Reva Store) and Retail (on-sale) Liquor and Package (off sale) Liquor license renewals for Crooked Creek #1 for 2023.  

HOLIDAY


Motion by Helms, seconded by DeBow and carried to declare November 25 (day after Thanksgiving) as a paid holiday for county employees.  The County Offices will be closed on November 24 and 25 for the Thanksgiving Holiday and December 26 for the Christmas Holiday.

LIBRARY


Vicki Anderson, Librarian, has requested that she be allowed to work an additional 5 hours the week of December 5th for a Library Open House on December 9th.   The Board approved the additional hours for the Open House.

WEED AND PEST


Misty Koan, Weed and Pest Supervisor, presented information on the Ventanata weed that was discovered on the USFS land in the Cave Hills.  Koan is working on a competitive grant with the State of South Dakota to obtain additional funding for the control of the infestation.  The total grant would be for $7,730.64 plus a $2,365.00 cost share which would be paid by the USFS.  The Board was okay with her submitting the grant application as long as there would be no cost to the County.


Discussion was also held on prairie dogs on 80 acres of County owned land that is leased out for grazing.  Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson and carried to pay up to $2,000 for prairie dog control on the county owned land.
