HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT

SECURITY GRANT


Katheryn Benton, Emergency Manager met with the Board regarding grants that she has applied for and received to update the security system for the Courthouse, Jail, City of Chamberlain, Pukwana and Chamberlain Fire Department and the Ambulance Garage.  To replace all of the card readers for all of the doors on these facilities and update the computer to run the system is a total of $41,317.72.  Grants were received for all of it except for $4,429.00.  Brule County’s cost is $2,629.57 and Missouri Valley Ambulance will pay $1000.00 of this fee as they want to add some additional doors.  Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Nesladek seconded to accept the grants and move forward with the new system.  The total will have to be paid by Brule County, out of the Emergency Management budget, and when the grants are received supplement that budget.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  
COURTHOUSE/JAIL RE ROOFING BIDS
