COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS

MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS

DECEMBER 6, 2022

A regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairman Charles Verhulst on December 6, 2022 with members William Clarkson, Matt DeBow, John Helms and Dean Wagner present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor.    
ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the minutes of November 10, 2022 as presented.

NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARINGS


The Board directed the Auditor to advertise a Public Hearing to consider the sale of gravel to county residents in accordance with SDCL 7-18-27.  Hearing date will be January 3, 

2023 at 10:00 AM.


The Board directed the Auditor to advertise a Public Hearing to consider the contracting with owners of private roads within the County for the County to provide maintenance on private roads in accordance with SDCL 31-11-42.  Hearing date will be January 3, 2023 at 10:00 AM.


The Board directed the Auditor to advertise a Public Hearing to establish the price to be charged to individuals requesting the installation of an autogate on the county road system.  Hearing date will be January 3, 2023 at 10:00 AM.

HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on activities in his department.  The culvert sleeve liner on the culvert on the Table Mountain Road will be installed this week.  This is the year for Harding County to host the MSHA training, which will be held on January 17th.  Humbracht asked permission to purchase coffee break items for the training, which was approved. 

Humbracht reported that the 1987 Oshkosh snow plow is in need of new tires.  The tires will cost approximately $9500.   Federal Surplus has a 1992 Oshkosh for sale for $7500 which is much better condition than the one we own.   Humbracht presented more information of both machines for the Board to review.   Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to purchase the 1992 Oshkosh Plow Truck from Federal Surplus Property for $7500.
SURPLUS PROPERTY


Motion by Wagner, seconded by DeBow and carried to declare the 1987 Oshkosh Snowplow (VIN #651R87) as surplus property and to list the truck for sale, without the plow unit, on Big Iron. 

INVENTORY TRANSFER


The Board acknowledged the transfer of a 2017 Dodge Ram Pickup (VIN: 1C6RR7XT2HS745491) from the Sheriff’s department to the Highway department for inventory purposes. 
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BIDS


Due to a potential conflict of interest, Commissioner Helms stepped away from the table for the awarding of the Gravel Hauling bid. 

The following bids were opened and considered at 9:30 AM as advertised:

CONCRETE CULVERTS:  Bid was received from Rinker Materials.  Motion by Helms,  seconded by Wagner and carried to accept the bid of Rinker Materials for concrete culverts for 2023.  Bid is on file in the Auditor’s office.

GROUND STABILIZER:  Bid was received from Team Lab as follows: 55 gallon drum = $26.75 per gallon; 1-7 Totes (275 gallon) = $25.75 per gallon;  8-14 totes = $24.75 per gallon; 15+ totes = $23.75 per gallon.

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to accept the bid from Team Lab for 2023.

ROAD CONSTRUCTION MACHINERY:  Bids was received from Steve Beylund Construction, Loiseau Construction, Inc.; and Melvin Miller Construction, Inc.   
Motion by Wagner, seconded by DeBow and carried to accept all three of the bids due to the variance of equipment and prices submitted on each bid.  The Board directed the Highway Superintendent to use the bid that is to the best advantage of the County if it is needed.   Bids are on file in the Auditor's Office.

GRAVEL HAULING:  The following bids were received for gravel hauling (to include loading):

          Gunderson Trucking, Inc.:  $ .575 per yard mile 

          Steve Beylund Construction: $ .740 per yard mile

Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson and carried to accept the low bid of Gunderson Trucking, Inc. for gravel hauling in 2023.

CONTRACT PATROL HIRE:  Bid was received for Contract Patrol hire from RoadTek Services, LLC in the amount of $145.00 per hour with rubber tire packers and $155.00 per hour with rubber tire packers and mulcher attachment.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to accept the low bid of RoadTek Services, LLC for contract patrol hire for 2023.

AIRPORT

Jason Hanson, Brosz Engineering, and Will Henderson, Airport Manager, visited with the Board about the installation of a wildlife fence around the airport.   Hanson advised the Board that a wildlife assessment will need to be completed to determine if there is a problem.   If the assessment shows that there is a wildlife issue then the County would qualify for federal funding to construct the fence.   If it is determined that there is no issue, no federal funds would 
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be available.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to have Brosz Engineering submit the necessary paperwork to the FAA for funding to complete the wildlife assessment and to authorize the Auditor to sign the necessary grant paperwork associated with the project.  Hanson estimated that the cost of the Assessment would be around $15,000 of which the County would be responsible for 6.5% ($975).
911 ORDINANCE


The Board conducted the second reading of Ordinance #2022-01 entitled “An ordinance authorizing a Joint Cooperative Agreement for North Central Regional 911 Center and establishing County positions for a committee member”.  The Reading was held at 11:30 with Wyatt Sabo, Dusty Ginsbach, Will Henderson, Jason Hanson and Jason Latham present from the public.  There were no concerns expressed over the adoption of the Ordinance.


Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson to adopt Ordinance 2022-01 as presented.  Roll Call Vote:  Clarkson-yes; DeBow-yes; Helms-yes; Wagner-yes; Verhulst yes.


The Ordinance will be published on December 15, 2022 and become effective on January 4, 2023 (twentieth day after its completed publication) in accordance with SDCL 7-18A-8.
EMT ASSOCIATION


Annette Slaba and Jeanne Tennant with the Harding County EMT Association, visited with the Board about the Active 911 that is used to send out alerts to responders.  Some of the alerts are delayed in getting delivered, but they are being sent.  There are also some of the EMS responders that would like the text and phone notification added as well as the notification App.   The Active 911 through North Central Regional 911 is limited on the number of licenses available at this time and discussion was held on the County purchasing more licenses.   There will be a Regional 911 meeting in January and it is hoped more information will be available at that time.
DISASTER MITIGATION PLAN


Kailey Snider, Black Hills Council of Local Governments, met with the Board to review the County’s Natural Hazard Mitigation Plan that is being updated.  Snider presented a Performance Contract for updating the plan, which needs to be completed by August 27, 2023.  The County has been awarded a $7,500 FEMA grant for the update that the County needs to match with $2,500 on in kind contribution.  The Contract with BH Council will be for the $7,500.


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to sign the Performance Contract with Black Hills Council of Local Governments for $7,500.

NRCS


Andrea Collins, with the NRCS office, requested the Board to approve the replacement of an existing fence on County owned land with a wildlife friendly fence.   The County land is currently being leased for grazing by Jesse Bail.


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the installation of the wildlife friendly fence. 

OFFICE REPORTS


Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, reported that he has his new Sheriff’s vehicle. 


Dusty Ginsbach, States Attorney, reported that he has resumed his duties as States Attorney effective December 1, 2022.  Ginsbach also discussed liability concerns about the wildlife issues at the airport. 


Misty Koan, Weed Supervisor, discussed replacing one of the 4-wheelers in her 
department.  Koan reported that she has enough weed grant funds available to pay for a new 
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one.   The Board asked her to get more information and to bring it to them at the December 28th meeting. 


Kathy Glines, Auditor, reported that tax levies have been approved for 2022 pay 2023.  She will also be attending an election meeting in Pierre on December 12, 2022. 


Brenda Kari, Director of Equalization; Sue Litzel, Register of Deeds and Melissa Breding, Treasurer, also reported on activities in their respective offices.
