Minutes of Proceedings


The Board of Harding County Commissioners re-convened in session at 9:00 AM on December 28, 2022 with members Clarkson, DeBow, Helms, Wagner and Verhulst present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor.  Chairman Verhulst called the meeting to order.

ATTENDANCE
In attendance at the meeting during the day were Hunter Kalisiak, Jason Latham, Jeremy Humbracht, Jack Ovitz, Misty Koan, Melissa Breding and Wyatt Sabo.
HIGHWAY


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on snow removal on county roads from the last two storms.   Several areas had heavy drifting but they were able to get the roads opened up in good time.  The gravel crushing is completed at the Craig Pass pit.  


Discussion was held on purchasing a new dump truck.  Humbracht presented a quote in the amount of $276,647 with a delivery date of a least one year.   The Board will review the information presented and discuss it further at their January 3, 2023 meeting.


Humbracht also reported that the Bobcat that we listed on Big Iron has sold for $33,750.

WEED


Misty Koan, Weed Supervisor, presented information on trading off one of her 4-wheelers.  ET Sports is willing to give $4000 trade in plus a $400 rebate for a total cost of $2,785.20 for the new one.  Discussion was held on trading off both of the 4-wheelers due to enough grant funds being available.  

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Wagner and carried to purchase two 2022 CFMOTO 500 4-wheelers at the cost of $2,785.20 each using grant funds for the purchase.  It was further moved to declare 2014 Honda 4-Wheeler VIN#1HFTE44HXE4000910 and 2014 Honda 4-Wheeler VIN #1HTE44H2E4002263 as surplus property for trade in purposes. 
SERVICE AGREEMENT


Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson and carried to direct the Auditor to sign the Service and Managed Services Agreement with The Current Connection, Inc. for maintenance of the computer network and cybersecurity monitoring.

Mineral Severance (214)  – supplement expenditures in the amount of $423,306.56   due to unanticipated expenditures and revenues in the amount of $828,946.85 
 
Expense transfers from the Mineral Severance Fund #214 – transfer road construction expenditures in the amount of $1,157,117.19 to the Road & Bridge fund budget (201/311) and $365,789.37 in payments made to education to the Education line item (214/850).  Purpose for the transfer is for Annual Reporting purposes to distribute the expenditures in the appropriate area.
