REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

February 16, 2023



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Carson, Mairose, Dozark, and Swanson and DeBoer.   Also present:  Theresa Maule Rossow, States Attorney, Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.   No conflicts of interest or public comments were noted.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to approve the minutes of 2-2-2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
PERSONNEL 

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to accept the resignation of Megan Johnson, States Attorney Administrative Assistant effective March 9, 2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to increase the States Attorney Theresa Maule’s status from ½ time to 9/10 time and increase her annual salary by $22,459.00, effective February 28, 2023.  New salary will be $82,066.00.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to increase the Deputy States Attorney salary by $18,220, effective February 28, 2023. A minimum of 16 hours will be spent in the Brule County States Attorney office along with attending the Commissioners meetings and handling any matters before the Board.  New salary will be $45,000.00.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to increase Desiree Wranek’s wage $2.00 while acting as interim Director of Equalization effective February 6, 2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to increase the Veteran Service Officer Tim Thomas’ salary by $5400.00 as he will also be providing services to Buffalo County one day a week.  Buffalo County will pay Brule County $7,000 annually to provide this service and to offset office expenses.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to accept the bid of L & D Roofing for the Jail and the Courthouse.  Replacement of the roof hatches will be at an additional cost if they need to be replaced.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.    

HIGHWAY BIDS


Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to advertise for bids at the Highway Department for an overlay project on 252nd Street from Highway 45 to the County line (3 miles) and chip sealing bids of 9 miles in Brule County.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to approve travel for the States Attorney, Theresa Maule to attend Public Information Officer training in Pierre, April 4 – 6, 2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

JAIL CONTRACTS


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to enter into contracts with the following counties to house inmates at the Brule County Jail for 2023 - $62.00/day:  Stanley and Hyde Counties.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

LOAD LIMITS


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to adopt the following resolution regarding load limits on Brule County roads:  

                       RESOULUTION #2023-2
BRULE COUNTY WEIGHT LIMIT ENFORCEMENT

WHEREAS, seasonal climatic changes can be detrimental to our highways, and

WHEREAS, the Brule County Board of County Commissioners desires to protect existing Brule County Highways, ultimately saving tax dollars, and

WHEREAS, the Brule County Board of County Commissioners, desire the enforcement of weight limitations of Brule County Roads as set forth and posted by the Brule County Highway Superintendent.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: 


WHEREAS, the limits on Brule County Highways shall be set as seven (7) ton per axle; 80,000 pound gross, on all asphalt surface roads, during the spring thaw period and when limit signs are in place, except approximately one (1) mile on 367 Avenue from I-90 exit 289 to Liberty Grain Facility entrance, except 249th St 1.5 miles east to 350th Ave (SD Highway 50), except 350th Ave 1.5 miles (249th St to I-90 exchange), except for County Oil Road #350 north of Pukwana, between County Road 241 and 243, which will be closed to all vehicles over 7000 lbs. per axle, unless permitted by the Highway Superintendent.  That the South Dakota Highway Patrol be and hereby is authorized and requested to enforce weight limitations on Brule County roads.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the penalty for the violation of the load restrictions shall be as set forth in SDCL:  32-22-55.
