Minutes of Proceedings


A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman Charles Verhulst on March 7, 2023 at 9:00 AM with members William Clarkson,   John Helms, Hunter Kalisiak and Jason Latham present as well as Harding County Auditor Kathy Glines.   

ATTENDANCE


Those in attendance at the meeting during the day were Vicki and Robert Anderson, Jeremy Humbracht, Melissa Breding, Cheryl Turbiville, Dusty Ginsbach, Misty Koan, Karen Stevenson, Lance and Nel Giannonatti, Wyatt Sabo, Julia Davis and Mary Blaha. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Latham, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the minutes of February 7, 2023 as presented.
HIGHWAY REPORT


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on activities in his department.  Humbracht will be attending training (Short Course) in Deadwood in March.  

Humbracht also reported that the County has been awarded $86,326.45 from the SD VW Truck Program as a rebate towards the purchase of a new truck.  Quotes for a new truck are $143,052 for the chassis and $103,595.00 for the mounted equipment to furnish the truck.   Total cost before the rebate is $246,647.00, less the rebate for a net cost of $160,320.55.   The County has $200,000 in a capital accumulation account that has been designated towards the purchase of the truck. 
Motion by Latham, seconded by Verhulst and carried to sign the rebate agreement papers to accept the $86,326.45.

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms, and carried to purchase a 2024 Freightliner 114SD Plow Truck for $143,052 based on Source Well bids.

Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to purchase the additional equipment necessary to utilize the chassis from Northern Truck Equipment Corp in the amount of $103,595 based on Source Well bids.

BIDS


Motion by Helms, seconded by Latham, and carried to accept the bid of True North Steel for metal culverts, per the Beadle County, SD bid.


The Board directed the Auditor to call for bids for gravel crushing at the Price Pit and at the Nygaard Pit.   Bids will be considered on April 4, 2023.

REFUND/ABATEMENT

The Auditor presented an application for Refund of Property Taxes from Dakota Prairie Pines, LLC for 2022 taxes payable 2023.  Property located in Lot 8 in the N2S2NW4 of 32-19-5 has been assessed and taxed as 52.22 acres when it was actually platted as 20.03 acres.  Total taxes of $558.10 have been paid on the property and the correct amount should be $263.71. An overpayment of taxes has been made in the amount of $294.39


Motion by Kalisiak, seconded by Latham and carried to issue the refund to Dakota Prairie Pines, LLC in the amount of $294.39 due to an error of the County on the assessment.

The Auditor presented an application for Abatement of Property taxes for 2018, 2019, 2020 from Denise Knapp for a Building on Leased Site located in Camp Crook that had been removed from the property and was not taxable.  Total taxes due on the property are 2018 – 139.68; 2019 -$153.56; 2020 - $165.48.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Kalisiak and carried 
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to abate a total of $458.72 for taxes due in 2018, 2019, 2020.

JAIL CONTRACTS

Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson and carried to sign the Amendment to the Joint Powers Agreement with the Western SD Juvenile Services Center.


Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak and carried to sign the Meade County Jail Contract for Housing of Prisoners and Detainees. 

LIBRARY


Vicki Anderson and Robert Anderson, Librarian and bookmobile driver, met to report that the Library Board has voted to have a $1000 gift card from Amazon purchased so Anderson is able to purchase books and supplies when ever necessary.   Glines reported that the County is eligible for a Government Business Account which would allow purchases to be made and then invoiced to the County for payment.  The Board directed the Auditor to set up the Government account with Amazon with the Library and Glines being authorized users on the account.   It was agreed that a gift card would not be necessary.


Anderson presented a listing of withdrawn books for the Board to approve.  Motion by Helms, seconded by Latham and carried to approve the listing of 514 books to be withdrawn.


Anderson also advised the Board that both her and Robert would be retiring the end of April and that she would be willing to help train a new librarian between now and that time.


The Board directed the Auditor to advertise for the Librarian position for 19 hours or less per week at the starting pay of $13.85 per hour.   Applications are available at the Auditor’s office for those interested.


Melissa Breding, Library Board member, advised the Board that Richard Smith has also resigned from the Library Board. 

OPERATING TRANSFER


Motion by Latham, seconded by Kalisiak, and carried to do an Operating Transfer from General Fund to the Library Fund in the amount of $43,250 as budgeted.
TAX CERTIFICATES


Lance and Nel Giannonatti visited with the Board about property in town that has delinquent taxes.   The County currently holds the tax certificate on the property.   There is a question as to what can be done with the property due to a mobile home being located on it that also has delinquent taxes.   A tax certificate would only be for the actual land and not for the mobile home as laws are different on how to handle the collection of property taxes.    States Attorney Dusty Ginsbach has been asked to research the issue and present alternatives to the Board for consideration but has not reported back to the Board as of yet. 
COUNTY LAND LEASE


The Board conducted the County Land lease auction at 1:30 PM as advertised. 

Karen Stevenson, Camp Crook Roping Club, met with the Board to discuss the Camp Crook Roping Club lease of county land (315.65 acres).  The County has previously leased the property to the Roping Club for $5.00 per year.  This year the lease on the property is $1,785.92 as the rate was calculated as the rest of the County lease land (4% of full and true value).  Brown asked that the Board reconsider and lease the property back to the Roping Club at $5.00 per year. 

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Verhulst to lease the land at 4% of full and true value (1,785.92) as the other County lease land.  Roll Call Vote:  Clarkson-yes; Helms-yes; Kalisiak-no; Latham-no; Verhulst-no.  Motion failed 2 to 3.


Motion by Latham, seconded by Verhulst to lease the land for 5 years to the Camp Crook Roping Club at 2% of full and true value ($892.96) with the Roping Club being 
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responsible for prairie dog and weed control on the property.  Roll Call Vote:  Helms-yes; Kalisiak-no; Latham-yes; Clarkson-no; Verhulst-yes.  Motion carried 3 to 2. 
 COUNTY MINERAL LEASE


The Board conducted the County Mineral Lease at 2:30 PM as advertised.  No offers were presented to the Board.

OFFICE REPORTS


Kathy Glines, Emergency Manager, reported that there will be a regional/statewide Emergency Operations Center tabletop in Rapid City in April.  This is the first year of a planned three year training, with 2024 being a functional exercise and 2025 being a full scale exercise.  The training is a two day event and Glines would like to take more people to the training other than just herself.  She did advise the Board that she does not have costs of the training in her budget as it was planned after budgets were adopted.  The training will require an overnight stay and hopefully only one meal per person.  Motion by Latham, seconded by Helms and carried to allow up to 4 people to attend the EOC training.

Glines also reported that the State is asking for an alternate contact in the event that she is unavailable.  It was agreed that the Chairman of the Board of Commissioners would be the alternate contact. 


Cheryl Turbiville visited with the Board about the furnace not always working correctly on the west side of the courthouse.  The Board asked Glines to contact Glines Electric to have it checked out.


Misty Koan, Weed Supervisor, reported on activities she is doing to get ready for spraying season.  She will be advertising for seasonal help and working with the Forest Service on a land owners meeting and weed control.


Melissa Breding, Treasurer, also presented an office report.

SHERIFF


Wyatt Sabo, Sheriff, presented the Cooperative Law Enforcement Agreement with the USDA Forest Service.   Motion by Helms, seconded by Latham and carried to sign the agreement. 


Sabo reported that Deputy Sheriff Henry Head has submitted his resignation effective March 14, 2023.  Sabo is advertising for a deputy.   Mr. Head has told Sabo that he would be willing to fill in as needed on his days off from his new job.   The Board agreed to allowing Head to work as needed as long as it was no more than 19 hours per week and at the hourly rate of $13.75.
