A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman Verhulst on January 4, 2022 at 9:00 AM with members William Clarkson, Matt DeBow, John Helms, Charles Verhulst and Dean Wagner present as well as Kathy Glines, Auditor.   
ATTENDANCE

APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Wagner and carried to approve the minutes of December 7 and 28, 2021 as presented.
NOMINATIONS FOR CHAIRMAN AND VICE CHAIRMAN


This being the meeting whereby the Chairman and Vice Chairman are elected for the year, the Auditor indicated that nominations for Chairman and Vice Chairman were in order.  


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson, to nominate Verhulst for Chairman and carried that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Verhulst for Chairman for 2022.

Motion by Verhulst, seconded by Helms to nominate Wagner for Vice Chairman and carried that nominations cease and a unanimous ballot be cast for Wagner as Vice Chairman for 2022.

Verhulst assumed his seat as Chairman of the Board.

GRAVEL HEARING


The Board held a public hearing at the hour of 10:00 AM in accordance with SDCL 7-18-27 to consider the continuance of the sale of gravel by the County.  In attendance at the hearing was Karen Teigen.  

Motion by Clarkson, seconded by DeBow and carried to discontinue the sale of gravel to private individuals until such time as the County has gravel crushed.  At that time the Board will reconsider offering gravel for sale to the public and establish a cost.
ROAD MAINTENANCE HEARING


The Board held a public hearing at the hour of 10:00 AM in accordance with SDCL 31-11-44, to determine if the Board shall authorize the contracting with owners of private roads within the County for the County to provide maintenance on private roads.  In attendance at the hearing was Karen Teigen. 


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Helms and carried to authorize the County Highway 
Superintendent to enter into contracts, at his discretion, for such maintenance in 2022.  Rate for patrolling said roads will be set at $150.00 per hour with packer use with a one hour minimum cost.

AUTOGATE POLICY HEARING


The Board held a public hearing at the hour of 10:00 AM in accordance with county policy to establish the rate to be charged to individuals requesting the installation of a newly located autogate.   In attendance at the hearing was Karen Teigen. 


Motion by Helms, seconded by Verhulst and carried to set the rate for 2022 at 
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$8500.00 for autogates measuring 7’x 20’ or 7’ x 24’with a directive to the Highway 
Superintendent to have all written requests for an autogate to be submitted to the Board for approval before installed.  The cost for any autogate measuring other than the stated measurements will be negotiated with the Board of Commissioners prior to installation. The Highway Superintendent will have a request form available for such requests.
GRAVEL ROYALTY HEARING


The Board held a public hearing, at the hour of 10:00 AM as advertised, to establish a rate to be paid by the County for gravel royalty.  In attendance at the hearing was Karen Teigen.    Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Verhulst to set the gravel royalty rate at $1.50 per yard.  Roll Call Vote:  Clarkson-yes; DeBow-no; Helms-yes; Wagner-no; Verhulst yes.  Motion to set the rate at $1.50 per yard carried 3 to 2.
SNOW REMOVAL RATE


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Clarkson and carried to set the Snow Removal rate for private roads as follows:  Use of Loader with follow pickup - $235.00 per hour with a one hour minimum and use of blade or snowplow - $200.00 per hour with a one hour minimum. 

DESIGNATION OF SELLING OF SHERIFF'S SALES


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Helms and carried to designate the front doors of the post office in the following towns and villages as places in Harding County, SD where Sheriff's Sales shall be sold during the ensuing year:  Camp Crook,  Redig, Reva and the 
front door of the courthouse in Buffalo.

OFFICIAL NEWSPAPER


Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Wagner and carried to designate the Nation's 
Center News as the official newspaper for Harding County, SD for the ensuing year.

BURIAL FEE


Motion by Helms, seconded by Verhulst and carried to set the burial and/or cremation  fee at $1500.00 for the ensuing year.

ELECTIONS

Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson to adopt the following Resolution.  Roll Call Vote:  DeBow-yes; Helms-yes; Wagner-yes; Clarkson-yes; Verhulst-yes.
RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Harding County shall set the fee and mileage allowance annually for Judges of each election and the canvassing board, pursuant to SDCL 12-15-11.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that Judges of each election shall be paid a fee of One Hundred Twenty Five Dollars ($125) per day for the 12 hours that polling places are open and minimum wage for each hour worked prior to polls opening and after polls close.  The person delivering the poll books and ballot boxes to the proper authority at the County seat 
shall receive the County rate for mileage as established pursuant to SDCL 7-7-24, of forty two cents ($ .42) per mile, for miles necessarily traveled in going to and returning from making the delivery.  And, for attending election school, each judge shall receive a fee of Twenty Five dollars ($25.00) plus the county rate for mileage ($ .42) per mile, for miles necessarily traveled in going to and from the election school.  The members of the Resolution Board shall be paid minimum wage per hour, the members of the Provisional Ballot Board shall be paid Ten 
dollars ($10.00) for counting Provisional Ballots if needed, Counting Board members (when automatic tabulation machines are used for counting) shall be paid Ten dollars ($10.00) per hour and precinct assistants will be paid minimum wage for the hours needed for assistance at 
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the polling places.  In the event that paper ballots are used and the Precinct Officials are required to count the ballots, the Precincts Officials shall be paid minimum wage for each hour required after the polls are closed for counting ballots.

Polling Places for the elections will be Buffalo, Hilton and Poplar Grove precincts at the Harding Co. Memorial REC in Buffalo;  Camp Crook precinct at the Camp Crook Area Community Center; Fillmore precinct at the Ralph Lutheran Church; Ladner precinct at the Ladner Church; Ludlow precinct at the Ludlow Hall; Reva precinct at the Reva Hall and absentee voting at the Harding County Courthouse in Buffalo. 
MILEAGE & EXPENSE ALLOWANCE


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Verhulst and carried to set the mileage allowance for all County Officials, employees and any person reimbursed by the County at the rate of forty two cents ($ .42) per mile, and actual and necessary expenses incurred not to exceed state rate for meals if an overnight stay is involved.
COMMISSIONER ALLOWANCE


Motion by DeBow, seconded by Helms and carried to set mileage allowance for 
County Commissioners at the rate of forty two cents ($ .42) per mile plus actual lodging expense and to set salary allowance at the rate of four hundred ($400) per month salary, plus an additional eighty dollars ($80) per diem, per day, for each meeting attended in their official capacity as county commissioner.
