REGULAR MEETING OF BRULE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS

June 15, 2023



The Board of Brule County Commissioners met in regular session at 9:30 a.m. at the Brule County Courthouse.  Members present:  Carson, Mairose, Dozark, DeBoer and Swanson.  Also present:  Dedrich Koch, Deputy States Attorney, Steven Meyer, Attorney Intern, and Janet Petrak, Central Dakota Times.   No public comments or conflicts of interest were noted.
APPROVE MINUTES


Commissioner Swanson moved and Commissioner Dozark seconded to approve the minutes of 6-1-2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
PERSONNEL 

 Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to accept the resignation of Kaiden White Bear at the Sheriff’s Office effective May 26, 2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to accept the resignation of Jordan Spier from the Highway Department effective June 23, 2023.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  


Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve a .50/hour increase to Karina Willoughby Hills ($16.00/hour) as she has successfully passed her probationary period.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT


Commissioner DeBoer moved and Commissioner Mairose seconded to approve the relining of 4 cement culverts under Highway 16 east of Highway 45 at $32,340.00.  The culverts need to be lined prior to the overlay project scheduled for 2025 and to increase the lifespan of the cement culverts.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.

BURN PLANS 


Two separate burn plans were submitted to the Emergency Manager as there is a burn ban in place in Brule County.  The burn plans outlined what was being burned, the preparation of the area of the burn and how the burn would be controlled prior to getting approval from the Emergency Manager and the Brule County Commissioners.  

Commissioner Dozark moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to approve the burn plan submitted by Mark Pazour as long as the local fire department was notified and the Mitchell Regional 911 Dispatch was notified prior to the burning.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner Swanson seconded to approve the burn plan submitted by Grass Ranch Colony as long as the Kimball Fire Department was aware and Mitchell 911 Dispatch center was notified.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.  

JUVENILE HOUSING – BEADLE COUNTY


Commissioner Mairose moved and Commissioner DeBoer seconded to enter a contract with Beadle County to house juveniles at $200/day.  All members voted aye.  Motion carried.
