Minutes of Proceedings


A Regular meeting of the Harding County Board of Commissioners was called to order by Chairman Charles Verhulst on February 1, 2022 at 9:00 AM with members William Clarkson, Matt DeBow, John W. Helms and Dean Wagner present, as well as County Auditor Kathy Glines.  No members were absent.  Commissioner Clarkson left the meeting at 2:30 PM.
ATTENDANCE


Those in attendance at the meeting during the day were Brad Bowers, Wyatt Sabo, Melissa Breding, Sue Litzel, Brenda Kari, Connie Bowers, Kurt Hansen, Misty Koan, Jim Pickett and Jennell Head.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion by Wagner, seconded by DeBow and carried to approve the minutes of January 4, 2022 as presented.

HIGHWAY REPORT


Brad Bowers reported on activities in his department.  Bowers asked permission for out of state travel to attend the National Highway Superintendents convention in Buffalo New York in April 2022.   Bowers is the president of the state association (SDACHS) and all expenses will be paid by the SDACHS.  The only thing the County would contribute is allowing Bowers to be absent without having to take annual leave time.  Motion by Helms, seconded by Verhulst and carried to approve the request for out of state travel. 

Discussion was also held on looking for a truck to mount a 4500 gallon water tank on.  The truck that the tank is currently mounted on is in need of some serious repair.  The Board gave Bowers a $30,000 to $35,000 spending authority if he could find a good used truck.


The Board reviewed a letter to the SD Highway Patrol requesting assistance in enforcing weight limits on County Roads.   Motion by Helms, seconded by Clarkson and carried to sign and send the letter to the SD Highway Patrol.

The Board reviewed the 2022 road plan and the estimated costs for the various projects being planned.   It was agreed that no costs would come out of the mineral severance fund other than contractor costs.    The road plan is on file in the Auditor and Highway office for public review.

CALL FOR BIDS

The Board directed the Auditor to call for bids for Asphalt Surface Treatment, Chip Seal/Polymer Modified Rejuvenating Emulsion (PMRE) and Road Oil. Bids will be considered at the March 1, 2022 meeting. 
ROAD/ROW APPLICATIONS


Motion by Wagner, seconded by Clarkson and carried to approve the application from Diamond W Ranch, LLC (Wayne Welch) for the placement of a waterline under the Ludlow Road in Sections 34 & 27 in Township 22, Range 6.

USFS FOREST PLAN


Kurt Hansen, USFS, reported on the Custer Gallatin Land Management Plan that has been completed.   Hansen also discussed other projects that the Forest Service is working on in this area. 
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BUDGET SUPPLEMENT HEARING

The Board conducted a public hearing at 11:00, as advertised, for the purpose of supplementing the Road and Bridge fund in the amount of $733,264.   No one from the public was in attendance at the hearing.   The purpose of the supplement is to allow for the expenditure of the funds received from TC Energy for the haul road agreement settlement on the North Camp Crook Road.

Motion by DeBow, seconded by Clarkson to approve the $733,264 budget supplement to the Road and Bridge Fund.  Roll Call Vote:  Clarkson-yes; DeBow-yes; Helms-yes; Wagner-yes; Verhulst-yes.
