HIGHWAY


Jeremy Humbracht, Highway Superintendent, reported on activities in his department.  Humbracht reported that he has been asked by a construction company if the County would be willing to sell them the excess Base One product that was left from the milling project this summer.  Humbracht estimated that there is still about 20 gallon of the product left.  The Board felt it would be better to have the construction company purchase directly from the manufacture as we still have a need for the remaining product. 
RIGHT OF WAY CONSTRUCTION


Corey Irons, Continental Resources, requested that the Board grant Continental Resources permission to bore under the South Cave Hills Road in Sections 31 and 36, Township 22, Range 4 and under the Table Mountain Road in Sections 25 and 30, Township 22, Range 4.  Motion by Clarkson, seconded by Helms and carried to approve the application for Construction on County Highway Right of Way to Continental Resources.


Andy Hetland has requested permission to bore under the Stateline Road in Section 19, Township 23, Range 8.  Motion by Helms, seconded by Verhulst and carried to approve the application for Construction on County Highway Right of Way to Andy Hetland.

The Board has reviewed the Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) for the 5 year consultant for the Buffalo Airport.   Only one SOQ has been submitted for consideration.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR Harding County, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2024 and ending December 31, 2024 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the 
Board of County Commissioners of Harding County, South Dakota, this 21th day of September, 2023.  
The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the 
office of the county auditor, Harding County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Harding County for the year January 1, 2024 through December 31, 2024.
